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Two Engines a:d Seven Cars
Wrecked and I'wo Engineers
Injured in Abbott Wreck

TRAFFIC DELAYED TEN HOURS

Thru Freights Nos. 91 and 92 Come
Together Just South of Abbott Sta-
tion — Enginemen Jump to Save
Lives — “Jimmie” Elder and F. 8.
Ellis Hurt, Ellis Quite Seriously.

Another of those “fortunate” rail-
‘road wrecks, in which the great wonder
is how fatalities, were escaped, oc-
ourred early this morning at a point
thirty-one car lengths south of the sta-
tion at Abbott, on the lowa Central.
As a result of a collision, head-on, be-
tween thoru freights Nos. 91 and 92,
two engines were badly wrecked, sev-
en loaded merchandise cars demolished,
and tyo enginemen injured, one quite
seriously.

Engineer James T. Elder, of Oska-
1oosa, pulling Conductor Frank Snyder,
with No. 91, was coming into Abbolt
at 12:06 under a good heasl of steam,
with rmights over No. 92, it is said, to
Abbott. No. 92, in charge of Con-
ductor J. J. Hayes, of Oskaloosa, and
pulled by Engineer Willlam <Clavier,
was at Abbott, and was pulling south
into the yards to get on a siding bé-
fore 91 arrival. The result was that
the tra_ .« met south of the station.
No. 91 was pulled by 85, a big freight
engine, and No. 92's powér was one
of the massive newy Baldwin moguls,
the 204. Both engines were badly
wrecked.

When the enginemen saw the col-
liglon to be inevitable, all jumped.
They saved their lives, but two failed
t0 escape without some injury. En-
gineer BElder was pretty badly bnulsed
and skinned, and had one ankle
sprained. F. S. Ellis, of Hannibal,
Mo., & new engineer who was learning
the road and was on 91's engine, sus-
tained more severe injuries, and was
.placed dn charge of the company sur-
geon, His worst injury 48 dn the re-
.gion of the collar 'bone -and ‘chest.
Neither of the fireman was injured.

Four cars, loaded with menchandise,
on train No. 91, were uttenly demol-
ished, as were @80 threée loaded cars,
the head part of No. 92's train. Mraffic
‘was delayed about ten hours, \detour-
ing belng made «necessary via the
Nonthwestern at Gifford, and via Eldo-
ra and Iowa Falls.

to be commended, In that it shows
that they desire to bring all saloons
within the law. Seotion 23582 provides
that ""No one, by himself, clerk! serv-
ant, employe, or agent, shall, for him-
self, or any person eclse, sell or keep
for sale alcohol, ale, wine, beer, ete.”
