TIMBER RESOURCES IN I0OWA.

The production of forty-six comis of
fuel per acre in twenty-four yvears in
a planted grove of silver maple, of 1.-
296 catalpa posts in twenty-one years,
and of 352 larch telegraph in
twenty-nine vears have yielded Towa
farmers average annual returns of
$6.65, $9.26, and $12.14 per acre, re-
spectively. Even these are not the
highest figures reported. Here, how-
ever, a plantation must necessarily pay
well or be supplanted. Jowa has a

poles

smaller proportion of mmum-lvulmrulr

land than any other state, and with
the increase in demand for fields and
grazing lands, woodland must contend
for possession of the Jand with annual
crops grown by excellent methods in
an idea] agricultural region. The re-
maining natural timber and planted
woodlots, thowever, so far receiving
similarly the best methods of treat-
ment, have often been sadly neglected
and misused.

The rapid removal of native nvood-
land during the past five years has
greatly  reduced the local supply of
posts, fupl, and small timbers. In con-
sequence prices have risen from one-
third to one-half, and, in the case of
posts at least, will econtinue to In-
crease. A famine in the supply of
posts is so imminent that experiments
in methods of extending their durabili-
ty thru preservative treatment are be-
ing conducted the state college
These experiments indicate that the
usefulness of each post can be very
materially lengthened at a reasonably
low cost: but even with preservative

at

treatment many posts will be required |

to supply the needs of Iowa farmers,
more than are now being grown with-
in the state.

'Phere is so slight a difference in al-

titude and other physical characteris- |
ties in Towa that the differences in tree|
growth depend mainly upon the molis- !

ture reguirements of the trees. The
natural timber forms two clearly dis-
tinguished types—one in the low, molist
ares along streams, maden up largely
of alluvial solls, and the other on high-
er, well-drained slopes and uplands
back from water courses and on the
undulating prairie, On the
such trees as cottonwood, willow, elm,
and conffee trees abound, and on the
uplands hickory, oaks, iron-wood, white

ash, and hackberry. Thruout the state

|
the soll is adapted to the growth of

forest trees.

It is probable that in the future, as
frequently in the past, a large propor-
tion of the grove plantings will be for
the combined purposes of protection
and the production of wood. In this
case it will be necessary to select spe-
cies which will most nearly meet these
combined requirements, and to select
the site with due consideration of the

home, orchard, and barnyard. The prc-l

home, orchard, and barnyard. The pro-
tection of a windbreak is now appre-
ciated by all successful fruit growers,
and yet it is not best eclosely to sur-
round an orchard on all sides with a
heavy belt of larger trees that will
prevent free circulation of air. On
Bottornlands subject to overflow, and
consequently not adapted to tillage,
cottonwood and silver maple .can be
grown for lumber, with excellent re-
turns.

By putting a furnace in
a cellar like this the cellar is warmed
by simply building a light fire; that
means that the floors immediately
above the furnace are warm so that it
is not necessary to drive much %ot
air through the pipes to make the first
floor comfortable in mild weather.

Ilemember this when putting in a
heating apparatus. The most of the
winter weather, even in the northern
states, is made up of temperatures |
near the freezing point, ranging from
25 to 40 degrees. Two or three times
during the winter the temperature
runs down, but it is only for a day or
two: it soon comes back to the old
freezing point, and there it remains.
For this reason a heating plant should
be just large enough to make the
house comfortable with easy firing in

freezing weather. During the few
very cold days some of the rooms may
