LOFTUS QUITS THE BUSINESS

Head of Dubuque Base Ball Association
Compelled to Close Bar Because of
lllegal Location—Was a Creation in
Marble and One of Dubuque's Show
Places.

——

Dubuque, Jan. 4. —Enforcement of the
provisions of the mulct law in Dubuque
has put the [inest bar in Iowa out of
business. Mr. T. J. Loftus has locked
the door of the buffet In the basement
of the Bank and Insurance building,
and closed the show place of the city,
in this particular.

In thus discontinuing, there remains
as g monument to the law which Du-
buque is enforcing a marble creation
that represents an investment of more
than $15,0000 and a deficit in the re-
ceipts of the Bank and Insurance build-
ing that will amount to about $1,500

annually.

What was known as the Office
Building cafe was without question the
finest, most magnificent and most ex-

pensive cafe in the state, and probably
one .of the very best in the avestern
country, Mr. Loftus, who Is known na-
tionally in this business, as well as in
base ball, had the contract and lease
for the cafe when the building plans
were decided.

As was contemplated by the bulld-
ers to make the office building not only
a credit to the city, but modern in
every feature, they designed to have
the cafe in keeping with their plans.
Because of his experience and promi-
nence in the business, Mr. Loftus, who
then also had the Julien bar, was given
the opportunity to close a long time
lease on the' Offce Building * buffet.
Having done this, he assisted mater-
jally in planning the buffet, in fact
it was practically designed, embelllshed
and furnished on the lines he suggest-
ed.

The buffet i{s a magnificent creation
of marble, the bar proper, which is
said to be the longest in the west, the
wainscoating, pillars, etc, being of
high grade marble, The finest plate
glass mirrors and onyx were uséd
liberally in the embellishments and
the floor Is of fine inlaid tile. The
bar, ice chests, etc., were of special
construction and every feature was
designed on the most modern and
aesthetic ideas.

Mr. Loftus opened the buffet in
1896 and has conducted it since. It
was paironized by the best class of
pcople, bore the very highest reputa-
tion and came as near being a prop-
erly conducted buffet and cafe as it is
potsible to concelve of. However, be-
cause it is located in the basement'lt
Is under the ban of the mulct law,
whizh requires that a ‘bar shall be in
full view of the street.

NO SENSATION IN SLEUTH PROBE'

Senator Hale Says It Will Be Thorough
But Not Startling.
Washington, Jan. 2.—That the pro-
posed Inguiry by the senate comuittee
on appropriuwtions into the methods
of the secret service will be very
scarching and comprehensive in its
character was definitely and authorita-

tively stated lust night,

The announcement was made by
Senator Hale, acting chairman of the
committee, and was called out by an
Intimation that the inquiry might be
prolonged until atter March 4 for the
purpose of permitting the summoning
of Presldent Roosevelt before the com-
mittee as a private citizen to testify
regarding the operations of the secref
service branch of the government.
Prefacing  his remarks with the
statement that the investigation would
not be conducted in a sensational way,
but “after the fashion of care and de-
liberation that generally characterizes
senate Inquiries,” the senator said:
“The extent and) use and the kind
of work performed by the secret serv-
ice, under the direction of the heads of
certain departments, have greatly and
startlingly been amplified during the
last few years, and it is this situation
which has attracted the attention of
the senate and Is the foundation of Its
investigation. The president’s message
18 only secondary In importance as af-
fecting this investigation.

“The course to be pursued by the
committee is in no respect an investi-
gation of the president, and is not, by
any means, tho result of his message,
The work of the committee will not be
in any way limited as an answer to
that message.

“Nor is there any intentlon, as has
been stated, of prolonging the Investi-
gation until after the 4th of March.
Indeed, I doubt whether it has ever
entered into the mind of any of the
most imaginative of senators to pro-
long the Investigation and to call upon
President ‘Roosevelt as a witness when
he becomes a private citizen.

“The subject 18 of that magnitude
that it demmands a thorough exposition
of all this comparatively new feature
in our government for the information
of congress and for the public at large.
The very limited secret service of the
government began in small appropria-
tions and a small force, almos* entirely
directed to Investigations Into “ounter-
felting and frauds upon the currency;
but it 4s said and belleved by many

that this has been greatly departed
from and that the extension of this|
service is alarming and dangerous and |
beyond the legitimate functions of the|
general government. Whegher this Is or
is not so, the investigation ought to
disclose.

‘“There is very little In the senate In-
vestigation that has to do with intl-
mations that members of congress in
either house have been shadowed or
spied upon by emissaries in the secret
service. I doubt whether the presldent
believes that senators and representa-
tives are unduly sensitive upon this,
and his message, when carefully read,
dues not bear out the proposition that
members of congress were Improperly
influenced in their votes restricting the
secret service because of any criminal-
ity on their part, the exposure of
which was feared.

“Whenever the results of the investi-
gation by the committee are laid be-
fore the senate the whole subject will
be for the action of that body, and
