If the
claims they make are good it would be
impossible to put a piece of metal in
concrete without infringing on one of
their patents, I would fight them to
the last.”

In submitting their demands for pay-
ment of royalties the bridge company
citées the patent law, as follows:

“A patent granted by the United
States government gives its owner the
exclusive right( withaut any exceptions
whatever) to make, to use and to-sell,
the structure covered by the patent. If
one of these claims be infringed the
owner of the patent may collect royalty
and costs in a suit for Injunction. If
it be shown that the infringement was
knowingly made, punitive damages to
the amount of three times the actual
damages proved, may be assessed by
the court. Notification by registered
letter citing the patent numbers and
dates of issue is sufficient to entitle the
owner of the patent to punitive dam-
ages.

“If a judgment can not be collected
from a municipality, county or town,
as, for example, when a board refuses
to settle for infringement, by their pre-
decessors in office, a judgment may be
enforced against the individual offi-
cers who authorized the infringement
and their private property sold on
execution to satisfy the judgment.

“An injunction may Issue before
or after the Infringement is complete.
If two or more partles infringe in the

same structure, as when a COH(I‘(I(‘?.OX"
