Ice Menaces High Bridge. 
Muscatine, Feb. 12.—By ice moving 

in the Mississippi river Thursday night 
the fourth pier of the high bridge was 
dislodged six feet and the bridge so 
twisted that traffic is susf>ended. The 
bridge is being held In by cables to 
the Illinois shore, as there is danger 
of its collapsing. .Expert engineers 
have been summoned and an effort will 
be made to keep the bridge in place. 
A sudden movement of the ice would 
sweep away the piers and wreck the 
bridge.
