that is absorbing the authorities of 
that society. The boy is Harold Bryant, 
7 years old, and he has disappeared 
with his father from their rooming 
place at 115 Washington street, south­
east, while the humane society agents 
are on their trail. 

An officer took the boy from Oscar 
Bryant's rooms without the father's 
permission, on the receipt of a pathetic 
letter from the boy's mother, in Man­
chester, Iowa. She charged that her 
husband had left her at Dows about 
a year ago, deserting her with four 
children on her hands, but taking Har­
old with him. She gave the address at 
which father and son were staying In 
Minneapolis, and asked that this fifth 
child be returned to her. She sent a 
ticket back to Manchester. A humane 
society agent took the boy to the Trav-
ers' Aid Home. That night the father 
appealed to the police to find his son. 
and the following day ho went to the 
home with a man he said was a police 
officer, and took Harold away with 
him. 

His wife said that Bryant was go­
ing to Montana, and local officials are 
keeping a watch on the St. Paul jand 
Minneapolis union stations to keep him 
from getting away with his son. 

HEAVIEST SNOW IN YEARS. 

Mason City Had Mantle of Thirty-
nine Inches During Winter. 

Mason City, March 12.—The winter 
just closing gave Mason City the long­
est and heaviest snow season for many 
years. There were twelve Inohes in 
November, thirteen in December, and 
twelve in January and two in Febru­
ary.
