However, when she was asked later to 
come to/the children and assist in their 
care while here she_ refused to see 
them, claiming if they were to be taken 
she did not want to see them again. 

The little one have not wanted for 
care since they arrived in Boone, as 
Mrs. McPherson has attended to their 
wants.
