Then the report of 
that "run" is compared In some way 
with the conductor's daily report, and 
thus the railroad finds out "whether 
thee onductor Is working for himself or 
the railroad." As this auditor appears 
without previous notice, sometimes go­
ing on a branch, sometimes north, east, 
south or west, evidently getting his or­
ders from headquarters, if there is any 
regular "skullduggery* going on he can 
get some traces of it, but whether he 
also acts as detective in addition to his 
regular duties ot tic*et ana fare collec­
tor none of the railroad men seem to 
know. Its amusing to watch the dif­
ferent conductors when the auditor is 
on the train. Some help him by point­
ing out "the only man that got on 
here," and visit with him thruoui the 
trip. Others don't even look at "the 
auditor" and some of us Imagine if he 
should get off the train for a lunch the 
chances are he would "get left."
