Garst Picked to Defeat Carroll if Re­

publicans Do Their Duty — Probable 

•Defeat of Congressmen Smith and 

Hull Also Foreseen— The District 

Contests. 

[Des Moines Correspondence in Min­
neapolis Journal.] 

Iowa's primary election for the nom­
ination of state candidates will be held 
next week and the two factions of the 
republican party are tracing a circle 
like a a dog chasing its tail. There is 
entire absence of agreement as to 
.•which represents the dog. One of them 
is .whooping it up for one issue; the 
other for something entirely different. 
.This has the advantage that it avoids 
much argument and obliterates re­
crimination. 

The factions are not known as "reg­
ulars", and "insurgents" in Iowa, for 
long "before those names were heard of 
ithe party in Iowa had divided into 
"progressives" and "standpatters," and 
these are the familiar terms used. 
While the fight really started on con­
gressional lines first, when Speaker 
Cannon was brought into the capital 
district last summer to expound doc­
trine, the state campaign made.a short 
and quick jump into prominence. It 
started in a peculiar way. 

Beginning of Present Campaign. 
One day, under advice from political 

friends, Gov. B. P. Carroll, who had 
tried very hard to be governor without 
offending anybody called a "good roads 
convention," largely to cinch his pop­
ularity and make sure of renomina-
<ion. His friends conceived that it 
would "be nice to organize a political 
.club at the same time. So they pro­
ceeded to organize what they called 
the Taft Republican Club and set forth 
(that their sole purpose was to check­
mate the purposes of the progressives 
to denounce the president in the state 
convention. They placed at the head 
of the organization former Governor 
Frank D. Jackson, who has been out 
of politics for years. The personnel 
of the club rather gave the impression 
that it was not so much to help the 
president as it was to help the mem­
bers regain a place in Iowa affairs. 

Up to -that time there was not the 
slightest chance of a state campaign; 
•but immediately the progressives de­
cided that it was time to get busy or 
take the chance of being wiped off the 
2owa map. Then the fun began. War­
ren Garst, who served a3 governor sev­
en weeks, following the resignation of 
Governor Cummins, came into the race, 
and the lineup was soon along the old 
familiar lines, with Governor Carroll 

. b tcked by the standpatters and Garsfc 
_ by tie'progressives; 

No Agreement As to Basis. 
(Bat in state matters there was never 

' any agreement as to a basis for a cam­
paign. Governor Carroll has insisted on 

'talking about bis own record and the 
small affairs of state; while former 

^Governor Garst has insisted that his 
candidacy had reference to national is­
sues and represented the trend of af­
fairs in the state on the larger issues, 
Both men have had long and honor­
able careers in public life. They are 
vastly different in temperament. Gov­
ernor Carroll being cold and conserva­
tive, while Governor Garst is an ardent 
radical in all matters and is yet a good 
business man. 

As to«which one will win depends 
upon the size of the vote. The pro­
gressives figure that if the full vote is 
out they will win by a large majority, 
but adirtit -that if there is a light vote 
the result will be in d'oubt, They claim 
from 65 to 70 per cent of the republi­
can vote. The standpatters claim a 
majority in the state. The same two 
jr">n opposed each other two years ago, 
lb conditions were much different. At 
tl it time the main flght was on sena-
tor; there was a third candidate and 
tbere -was an advantage for Carroll 
over Garst in arrangement on the bal­
lot. . 'Later on, at the regular election, 
a second senatorial-primary was held, 
•fche progressives polled 184,000 and the 
standpatters 95,000, leaving 40,000 not 
accounted for. 

Slight Advantage With Garst. 
•An unusual element has just entered 

Into the campaign in the closing days, 
a controversy between Governor Car­
roll and John Cownle, whom he sum­
marily removed from -the position of 
chairman of the board of control. 
Cownie has declared that the removal 
•was done by making threats against 
him, backed by false affidavits, while 
Carroll has insisted that the records 
ehow Cownie was a criminal. The lat-

. iter has demanded an immediate grand 
jury investigation and unless the gov­
ernor can make good he.threatens libel 
suits or worse. Inasmuch as Mr. Cownie 
had had twelve years of honorable rec-
ord'on the board and was recognized 
a; the farmer member, the matter is 
cr using much trouble in the campaign. 

An Impartial judgment is that Gov-
•nor Garst has a slight advantage and 

is most likely to come in ahead. There 
are the usual threats that if he is nom­
inated he will be beaten at the polls, 

bi* his is not causing much worry to 
a >ne.

cial message. The progressives insist 
that Smith is ridt properly representa­
tive of the'Iowa sentiment because of 
his associatiori with Speaker Cannon In 
the rules committee. The Smith peo­
ple deny this and say he represents the 
Roosevelt policies. 

The Ninth district would normally 
support Smith. His managers claim 
at least 1,500 majority for him, -while 
Byers* managers are claiming 600 to 
1,000. Unquestionably it will 'be close. 
Unless the rural districts show very 
stroifg progressive gains, Smith will 
wiin. 

Is Captain Hull Doomed? 
Another interesting contest is in the 

Seventh district where Captain J. A. 
T. Hull, the veteran of the Iowa dele­
gation, is opposed by Judge S. K 
Prouty. A better estimate of the .out­
come ought to be made here because 
these 'two men have faced each other 
three times before. The last time, two 
years ago, Hull had less than fifty ma­
jority. The progressives have made 
a thorough canvass of the district and 
it is almost certain that Prouty will 
have a majority ranging front 500 to 
800. 

The campaign in the Seventh was 
really opened by Speaker Cannon last 
fall, and there is no effort to evade 
the issue which this has raised. Cap­
tain Hull is chairman of the military 
committee, and by reason of his asso­
ciation with the leaders he has ob­
tained many things for Des Moines. 
His literature lays claim to his having 
secured in twelve years over $o,500,000 
of government money to be expended 
in this city alone. Upon this he is ap­
pealing for the votes of the business 
men who are striving hard to boost 
Des Moines into a big city. • , 

Judge Prouty is, perhaps, the most 
effective campaign speaker in the state 
and he has spoken in at least fifty 
places in the district, discussing largely 
congressional matters. 

Gum-Shoe Canvass in First. 
There are two other contests. In tne 

First district, C. W. Kennedy, present 
incumbent, is opposed by Colonel fcmith 
Brookhart, progressive. -It is a stilt 
hunt on both sides. Kennedy has the 
advantage of a fine organization, and 
the fact that the district has always 
been standpat, Brookhart is an aggres-

man and a good personal organ 

RECIPES OF VALUE 
WORTHY OF PLACE IN HOUSE­

KEEPER'S COOKBOOK. 

Indian Chutney Makes Delicious Sauce 
for Meat or Fish—Fig Biscuit-

Spanish Beans—Soup to Be 
Served In Cups. 

Indian Chutney.—Use eight ounces 
of sour apples, pared and cored, eight 
ounces of tomatoes, eight ounces of 
salt, eight ounces of brown Bugar, 
eight ounces of stoned raisins, four 
ounces of cayenne pepper, four ounces 
of powdered-ginger, two ounces of gar­
lic, two ounces of shalots, three quarts 
of vinegar, one quart of lemon juice. 

Chop the apples in small square 
pieces and add to them the other In­
gredients. Mix the whole together, 
and put in a well-covered Jar. Keep 
this in a warm place and stir every 
day for a month, taking care to put 
on the lid after this operation; strain,; 
but do not squeeze it dry; store it 
away in clean jars or bottles for use, 
and the liquor will serve as an excel­
lent sauce for meat or fish. 

Fig Biscuit.—Cream three-fourths of 
a cup of sugar and half a cup of but­
ter, adding a well beaten egg or two 
egg yolks. Sift half a teaspoonful Of 
salt, two level teaspoonfuls of baking 
powder and-one cup of flour and stir 
into the other mixture. Add more 
sifted flour till stiff enough to roll 
out on a well-floured board. Roll out 
half at a time, enough to cover the 
bottoms of one or two well-greased 
square or oblong tins to the thickness 
of three-eighths of an inch, not more. 
Place a layer of fig paste (mine was 
fig marmalade spread on a platter and 
dried in the sun), all over the dough 
and cover with another layer of dough.

W. P. Hepburn, Judge H. M. Towner, 
standpat, is opposed-by John H. Dar-
rah, progressive.

There is a contest, In some form, in 
the Tenth district, which is the big 
northern Iowa district represented by 
Frank P. Woods, where L. M. Mayne, 
standpat, is a candidate, but there is 
really nothing doing. 

Thefe are five progressive congress­
men from -Iowa who are not opposed, 
namely, E. H. Hubbard, G. N. Haugen, 
C. W. Pickett, James Good, N. E. Ken­
dall. In the Second, now represented 
by A. F. Dawson, the lone candidate, is 
C. W. Grilk, who is a progressive. , 

Takes oh National Character. 
The entrance of Senators Dolliver 

and Cummins into the campaign has 
given the gntire-staite and congressional 
flght a national character. ; They held 
one ' mefeHnff^-here. • -4t was' a- monster 
and created much enthusiasm. T-hey 
defended themselves and their record, 
and they openly charged that the en­
tire flght in the state was for the pur­
pose of discrediting them and making 
it appear that they do not represent 
their constituents. Former Governor 
Garst was indorsed, and he bases his 
candidacy solely on the principle that 
Iowa ought to have a governor who 
represents the regressive sentiment 
and will help the senators. 

IMPEACHMENT FOR BALLINGER? 

House May Act But Would Be Fore­
stalled by Senate. 

"Washington, June 1.—Whether there 
is any -truth in the report that the re­
publican insurgents of the house will 
join with the democrats in that body 
for the purpose of impeaching Secre­
tary Ballinger following the acquittal 
of that official by a majority vote of 
the committee which has been investi­
gating him for several months, is not 
definitely known at this time; and yet 
there is just enough likelihood that 
such a thing will happen to give the 
rumor a good deal of popular interest. 

The insurgents and democrats form 
a majority of the house, and if they 
stick together on the impeachment 
proposition they will be able to carry it 
thru. 

Whether there would' be a two-thirds 
vote of the senate sustaining the im­
peachment is another question, and one 
that may be answered readily. The 
democrats and insurgents of the senate 
do not constitute two-thirds of that 
body, and consequently it is not diffi­
cult to foresee that the impeachment 
would fall. But the action of the house 
In bringing it would have a tremendous 
effect on the campaign now about ,to 
begin, and it is probable-that-the po-
•litial phase of the case is the . one 
which is attractive to the democrats. 

There could be no impeachment, of 
Secretary Ballinger, of course, without 
a loss of prestige by President Taft 
and his administration. 

It is understood that the committee 
of investigation will clear Secretary 
Ballinger by substantially a party 
vote. All the republican members of 
the committtee, excepting Representa­
tive Madison of Kansas, it Is generally 
understood', will vote in favor of Bal­
linger, while all the democrats will 
vote against him. Representative Mad­
ison will be expected' to file a separate 
report, but one agreeing in substance 
with that which the democrats will 
make. Such an alignment by the 
committee would mean seven votes for 
Ballinger, and five Votes against him. 

The plan of the house, as understood 
here, is to give -the president an oppor­
tunity, following the filing of the re­
port of the investigating committee, to 
ask for Secretary Ballinger's resigna­
tion. (Should he decline to do this then 
the time would have arrived for the 
house democrats and insurgents to 
make their combination 'or the pur­
pose of impeachment. , " V

For potage des gour­
mets, a highly praised soup, use 
chicken stock clarified with chopped 
beef, reduced, thickened very slightly 
•with arrowroot, garnished with calf's 
head and fresh mushrooms, en juli­
enne, and chicken Quenelles; add very 
little sherry. . v

i Beef a la Mode. 
Take a thick piece of beef off the 

shoulder; Insert one inch a,part pieces 
of salt pork about one inch In thick­
ness; fry on both sides In olive oil, 
add one onion, a small piece of garlic; 
then add one can of tomatoes, half 
cup of dried mushrooms soaked in two 
waters; drain the first water so as to 
clean them; use the second water with 
the gravy. 

This makes an excellent gravy for 
macaroni and cheese by boiling the 
macaroni in salt water; then drain, 
take a layer of macaroni and a layer 
of cheese and a layer of the gravy; re­
peat until finished.

Cranberry pie. 
Nearly everybody cooks cranber­

ries before making them into a pie, 
but we like this recipe much better: 
Chop iane one cup of cranberries, add 
a cup of sugar and the yolks of three 
eggs; stir together and bake with only 
one crust. When the pie is done, 
spread over the top the beaten whites 
of the eggs (flavored with one tea­
spoon of lemon and one tablespoon of 
sugar). Set in the oven for a few 
minutes until the frosting is of a deli­
cate straw color. 

Gingerbread Pudding. 
Fill a baking dish half full of ap­

ples cut in thick slices, scatter over 
them a little sugar, salt and cinnamon 
and add one-half cup of water. Make 
the gingerbread of -one-half cup of 
molasses, onte-half cup of sugar, one-
quarter cup of butter, one cup of boil­
ing water, one teaspoon of soda, one 
teaspoon each of ginger and cinna­
mon, flour to make a thin mixture. 
Pour over the apple and bake. 

Cider Sauce. * 
Mix together two tablespoonfuls of 

butter, one tablespoonful of flour in a 
hot saucepan. Then add a cupful each 
of the following: Brown sugar, boiled 
cider and boiling water. Mix well, let 
simmer for a few minutes and serve 
hot. / 

In Cooking. 
Cakes, bread, etc., which have been 

baked, should be tvrned out of the 
tins as soon as they are removed 
from the oven and placed bottom up­
turned on a sieve. This will prevent 
them from becoming heavy.
