With a larger attendance than on 
the opening day the closing session of 
the annual meeting of the Iowa State 
Manufacturers* Association began this 
morning in the west court room, and 
in a session continuing until after noon 
hour business of considerable Im­
portance to the association was trans­
acted. The nature of the transactions 
of the forenoon was of vital importance 
to all of the manufacturers of the 
state, the members voting for the es­
tablishment of a traffic bureau to be 
conducted in connection with tho of­
fices of the association at Des Moines. 

The establishment of a traffic bureau 
was discussed at length, and many 
ideas and theories were advanced as 
to the most feasible and beneficial plan 
to be adopted. 

Just before adjournment a motion 
was carried which provided for the 
establishment of a bureau, the plan 
being to solicit one hundred members 
of the association to .become patrons of 
the bureau at a cost of $20 each year. 
This 'bureau will furnish to its mem­
bers clerical service in auditing freight 
bills and will furnish rates and other 
information to all members of the asso­
ciation, whether members of the bureau 
or not. 

Attendance Increases. 
The atf^idance at the convention to­

day is considerably larger than it was 
on the opening day, between sevenity-
five and 100 members being present. 
The' interest in the discussions this 
year is said to be greater than at any 
previous meeting, owing no doubt to 
th-e importance of the anticipated leg­
islation at the next general assembly. 

Favor Tax Commission. 
At the ime^tiT^p^tniW morning- reso­

lutions were adopted favoring a tax 
commission to consist of five members, 
two from the h-ov^ee of representatives 
appointed by th.e speaker, one from the 
senate appointed 'toy the president of 
the senate, antwo appointed by the 
governor of the state. 

This oommiaaij^ delegated 
the power to" thoroughly investigate 
and inquire into the subject of assess­
ments and taxes for state and local 
purposes, thei operation, and the effect 
of 'the laws relating thereto, and the 
expediency of revising and amending 
the laws ao as to establish a .more 
equal and Just system of raising the 
necessary public revenues. 

The commission will mako a report 
before Dec. 1, 1912. 1)he report to in­
clude such drafts of bills to carry out 
the recommendations of the commis­
sion as it shall think necessary to the 
revision and amendment of the revenue 
laws of the state. 

In adopting resolutions favoring the 
commission there was not a dissenting 
vote. 

For Good Roads. 
The recommendation of a good 

roads bill was the ne»t action of the 
convention. The bill, as favored, pro­
vides for the highway commission giv­
ing instructions in road and bridge 
making, collecting reports of town­
ship, city and county road officers, dis­
tribution of rewards for road building 
given by the state or the federal gov­
ernment; providing for 'the appoint­
ment of a state highway engineer by 
the commission with the approval of 
the governor; for a sworn report from 
every street commissioner and road 
superintendent to the commission; 
providing a system of sitate rewards to 
townships for the completion of prop­
erly built roads under the supervision 
of the commis^ifin; to create the office 
of county highway commissioner to 
have direct supervision over all pub­
lic roads, over road superintendents, 
the expenditure of all township and 
county funds for road improvements, 
the construction and maintenance of 
all roads, bridges, etc.; to regulate the 
building of bridges, providing for pub­
licity and competition in such con­
struction, and placing all under the 
supervision of the state highway com­
mission. 

The good roads bill has been model­
ed upon laws of other states which are 
said to have proven satisfactory. 

Establish Traffic Bureau. 
Among the many topics discussed 

before the close of the session was that 
of freight rates and transportation. It 
was tho consensus of opinion that the j 
manufacturers of the state, especially j 
those conducting smaller plants, were 
losing money daily by knowing little or 
nothing of the traffic rates, the proper 
shopping meth'Kls and proper routing. 
In many of tho larger concerns a rate j 
clerk is employed but many plants find I 
it Impossible to maintain such a desk, 
or have never seen the benefit to be j 
derived by the employment of such a , 
clerk. j 

The establishment of a traffic bureau 
will eliminate added expense to many ; 
manufacturers in that it will not be 
necessarv to maintain such a depart- j 
ment In their own plants, and will ben- j 
eflt the other plants which have not. 
employed th< ;r own r»te clerk in that] 
they may gain the desired informa- i 
tion from the. general bureau, or will 
be able to dispense with the services 
of trade bureaus, which some have 
been relying upon heretofore. 

Several plans were suggested but the 
dhc which seemed to meet with genera* 
approval was that of obtaining a mem­
bership of 100 «t $20 a year, or* such 
nfmber of members at such an expense 
as the officers of the association yrould 
deem necessary to maintain the bureau. 

Ail May Be Benefited. 
Those of the member* of the ftsao- j 

stS.t!?s who did not feel that they | 
could become one of the loo member® 
supporting the bureau, may Jiave the 

members at any time upon payment of 
the annual fee. 

It is believed that the bureau will be 
a great thing for the association as It 
will tend to draw new members into 
the organization for the purpose o£ 
gaining the benefits which It will bring. 

Tho bureau will be conducted in con­
nection with, the aeoreUu-y.'s. office at 
Des Moines. Secretary Wrlghtman in I 
an experienced traffic • man, having j 
been connected with several leading, 
railroads for' many years. Ho an- j 
nounccd that he would be able to se­
cure tho services of one of the most 
experienced rate men in the country, ! 
at a salary of )1,500 a year. *

which was held early this afternoon, 
the members of the association were 
the guests of the Marshalltown Club, 
and were taken for an auto ride about 
the city. During the course of the trip 
the principal factories of the city were 
visited.
