Vertrees Attempts to Show His Client
Was Honest and Sincere Servant of
the People and Not the Tool of the
Morgan dSyndicate—Insists Garfield
and Pinchot in Unholy Conepiracy.

‘Washington, June 13.—Briefs were
filed today with attorneys for “prosecu-
tion” and “defense” with the Ballinger-
Pinchot investigation committee today.

Brandels,-counsel for vis, and Pep-
} per, for Pinchot, contend in their briefs

that the evidence adduced during the
investigation nas lhown that Ballinger
is unfit to administer the affairs of
public domajn because of an obvious
leaning toward the policy of distribu-
tion instcad-of conservation of the peo-
ple’'s land. They comdemn. his atti-
tude toward the champions of conser-
vation and charge him  with causing
embarrassment to the president and
loss to the people.

Bqually insistent that Ballinger's ac-
tions in and out of the interior de-
partment have not been open to criti-
cism, Vertrees, counsel for the secre-
tary, declares that none of the accusa-
tions made against him have been sus-
talned by the presentation of facts.
Vextrees attempts to show by the evi-
dence that there has been a conspiracy
’ afoot to secure Ballinger's removal

from oftice because he did not approve
of the so-called “Garfield policles.”

"‘Washington, June 13. — Secretary
Ballinger's filnal word of defense was
presented today to the Ballinger-Pin-
chot committee in the form of a brief
prepared byl his attorney, John J.
Vertrees.

Mr, Vertrees insists that neither the
official mor professional acts of his
client are open to criticlsm and de-
clares that none of the accusations
made against him have been sustained
by presentation of Yact. He says the
accusations are the result of a con-
epiracy against him and quotes freely
from the evidence before the commit-
tee In an attempt to prove the exist-

_--ence of a plot involving former Senator
Garfield and former Forester Pinchot,
' o ‘secure his removal from office.
Not Interested in Coal Lands.

“First of all, it is to bPe borne In
mind that Mr. Ballinger neither di-
rectly nor Indirectly at any time was
dnterested In any coal lands in Alaska,”
says Mr. Vertrees. ‘“He was not coun-
gel for the Cunningham claimants and
others, as Mr. Glavis said. At the time
the became secretary he was counsel
far not one of them. The only connec-
tion he had ever had with the Cun-
ningham claimants /was the prepara-
tion of the affidavit in September,
1908, He had not been counsel there-
tofore; he was not counsel thereafter;
he entered the office of secretary with-
out interests of any -kind. Indeed, as
expressed by him, he dissolved his firm,
disengaged 'himself and ‘burned his
bridges’ behind him.”

Defending Mr.” Ballinger's ‘“clear-
1isting” of<the Cunningham claims as
commissioner of the land office, Mr.
Vertrees says the action was upon
secommendation of Chief of Field DI-
vision Schwartz, the officlal upon
whom he reted to be advised. “If that
order was erroneous,” continues Mr.
Vertrees, “clearly the secretary would
be excused, but it was not erroneous.
It was proper and right as {he record

Doesn’t Mince Matters in Discussing
Party
Regularity—Comes to Defense of
Appropriation For a Tariff Board —
Says He Must Either Quit or Fight,
" and Fights.

Insurgency and So-Called

‘Washington, June 13.—“When it is
said that I fight against the republican
party I deny it; T fight for the party.”

This was the keynote of Dolllver's

speech in the senate today, in continu-
ation of the debate on the appropria-
tion of $250,000 t oenable the president
to collect information concerning the
operation of the present tariff Jaw. The
speech was a reply of %he insurgent
senators to the charge of party dise
loyalty. Frequent reference was made
to the president’'s name and speeches.
Delliver declared there was ng longer
any freedom of conscience such as had
oence made public life honorable.

“I never dreamed that within a little
more than a year I would be called
upon to defend myself and the little
group of men with whom I stand
against charges of taking serlously the
president’s speeches and party plat-
form pledges,” he exelaimed. He ‘had
no intention gf leaving the republican
party and would continue to defend his
position and the Inferests of the peo-
ple.

President In Error,

“Phe president ig in error,” said Dol-
liver. “It is not necessary for men to
swallow ecery tariff bill set ‘before
them, and it will be difficult to get me
out on such a charge. It can not be
done by lying about me or calling me
names, such as free trader or dem-
ocrat. The rest of it can’t be done by
taking from my neck the millstone of
political patronage. ‘I share universal
disgust of making a great executive
department e headquarters of the
awkward squal of polities.”

DoHlver said he was not boasting
that he could “live thru a warfare in
which so many have perished.”

Quit or Fight.

He added that “he must elther sub-
mit, or quit, or fight.”";: He gald the re-
publican platform di@ not promise
downward revision of the tariff, but
that If he had a prpgiise that could
easil yhave been compiled with by re-
ducing articles protécted by patents or
controlled by an dnternational trust,
“when the tariff blll could have been
defeated plausibly,” said Dolliver, “just
as it was at Winong, when the presi-
dent presented a grotesque table of re-
ductions prepared by a4 paymaster in
army.” He referred to Major Lord,
who assisted the senate committes in
drafting the tariff bill. During the
speech Dolliver referred to “two great
hoaxes of the past year.” “Discovery
of the north pole by Cook and the re-
wision of the tariff downward by Al-
drich.” This =ally was greeted with
general lJaughter.

A Remarkable Speech.

In some respects it was the most re-
markabla speech of the session. Sen-
ator Dolllver talked about the presi-
dent in a manner that made some of
the august old timers of the senate
gasp.
