Argues That Testimony of Link, Beck-
emeyeor and Myers Corroborates
White—Three Attorneys Will Speak

Chicago, June 22 —S8tates Attormey
Wayman resumed his argument in the
Browne case this morning. He de-
clared the evidence wiped out the pos-
sibility of the presumption of Browne's
innocence, and said White's story of
the bribery fully was corroborated by
Represetitatives Beckemeyer and Link.

It was the expectation of finishing

by noon that State’'s Attorney Wayman

resumed his argument in the Browne
bribery case today. “Threes addresses
will be made by the defense’s lawyers,
and Mr. Wayman will close. ‘““We hear
about the presumption of innocence
passing from view,” said Wayman. He
then quoted from the federal constitu-
tion and from the oath of office takeéen
by legislators against bribery. He sald:
“That is the oath Lee O™Well Browne
took; that is the oath taken by White,
Beckemeyer and Link. They will tell
you White is not corroborated as to the
payment of money to secure votes for
Lorimer. He i1s corroborated. He is
corroborated by Link, Beckemeyer and
Myers.”

It is believed the case 'will go to the
jury Thursday.

The state’s attorney drew a plcture
of Browne, the veteran legislator, and
of ‘White, whom he termed a boy serv-
ing his first term and under the In-
fluence of an older man. '

Erbetein Opens For Defense,

Following State’'s  Attorney Wayman,
Attorney FErbstein opened for the de-
fense. Erbstein began by producing a
contract whereby Rppresentative
White agreed to sell his confessién to
the Tribunes for publcation.

“This s not a contract drawn up
with Charles A, White,” shouted the
~“Weymn objected, and Eirdb-
stein retorted:” “Here, I want you to
stop interrupting me.” Then he con-
tinued:

“There is an altar, gentlemen, and
there is an idol on that alar, and a
smart ambition. - It {sn't Browne they
want to offer &s a sacrifice and push to
the penitentlary. No, it's Lorimer.”

White's letter to Lorimer telling of
his contemplated publication of his ex-
periencés in the legislature was then
read to the jury, and the lawyer com-
mented: “Our own ‘Teddy’ comtracted
to get only $2 a word when he went
over to shoot lions, but consider White,
he was to get $2.50 a word. On the
stand he confessed that he ljed in that
letter. Why did he write 1t? It was
blackmall, gentlemen, blackmall."

TAFT HAS UPPER HAND

President’s Wielding of Big Stick
Promises to_ Secure Adoption of
House Postal Bank Blll by Senate—
Holds Up Big Appropriation Bills
Until Senate Gets In Line.

Washington, June 22— It' is now
probable that the senato will agree to
the adoption of the house bill provid-
ing for postal savings banks when the
wvote is reached fate today.

The fight over the postal savings
bank bill has many angles, The most
interesting, perhaps, is the fact that
the measure which the insurgents
helped to frame and fully approved in
the house is roundly denounced by the
insurgents in the senate.

President Taft has promised to stand
by the house measure, and he belleved
it to be a tacit agreement, it 1s
‘cald. that in return for.the acceptance
by the house of the senate statehood
bill, the senate would accept the house
postal bank Dbill. Be that as it may,
the president and all of his advisers
are agreed that the house bill ts by far
thé better of the two. It was only by
heroic measures that the bill was got-
ten thru the house at all, and it is not
believed that there would be one
chance in hundred of getting an
amended easure favorably acted

upon.
Holds Whip Hand.

It 1s pretty generally admitted at the
capitol that the president holds the
whip hand in the fight and that as soon
‘as & vote can be reached the senate will
accept the house bill

The river and harbor bill, containing
some hundreds of items in which rep-
resentatives and senators are generally
interested, s still unsigned in the pres-
fdent’s desk and subjeot t0 veto. The
public buildings blll, affecting- nearly
every state in the union, is about to

He summoned a
score of menators to the White House
Xpsterday and talked to them with a
directness and forcefulness which left
no doubt 88 to how he feels about the

the senate are quietly working against
the measure has particularly aroused
the president and he is anxious that
they shall be put on record as early
as possible. \

Mr. Taft flatly announced that sena-
tors voting against the house bill would
be understood as simply opposing any
system of postal banks at all, and
therefore repudiating the party's plat-
form pledge In this respect. It is the
administration attitude that the senate
bill glves special privileges to the banks
—privileges to which the banks are not
entitled. A patriotic view of the ques-
tion, the White House belleves, calls
for the investment of as much of the
money connected in the banks as poi-
sible in government securities.

The house bill calls for the deposit of
65 per cent of the postal deposits in
local banks and this is thought ample.
In fact, it was originally urged that
this should be cut down to 4734 per
cent,

Child of Caucus.

The house bill was hammered out in
a republican caucus with patience and
no 1little difficulty. The insurgents
turned in and worked with a will which
the president will not forget. Victor
Murdock, the Kansas “fire eater,” did
the hardest work of all The, insur-
gents finally voted for a rule to put the
measure thru—a  legislative practice
they had sworn to kill. The president
appreciated these services and has an-
nounced that the administration will
stand by the house measure to the end.

Opposition to the postal bank bill
comes first from the country bankers
of the middle west, and they have been
bombarding their senators and repre-
sentatives with letters and “telegrams
ever since the bill first came up. The
second source of opposition is from the
surety bond group, or' guaranty ocom-
panies. These companies want an
amendment written Into the bill re-
quiring banks to give indemnity bonds
for postal deposits. The president is
strongly opposefl to any such proposi-
tion, and has let his views on the sub-
jest be known In an unmistakable
manner.

Senate Makes Onslaught.

Agreeing to vote at 5 o'clock today
on the Carter motion to concur in the
house postal savinzs bank bill, the sen-
ate adjourned ai o’'clock last night
after a day devoted largely to an on-
slaught upon the house measure. A
number of amendigents were offered,
but the “old guard” of regulars was on
duty and each assault was successtully
resisted, the majority ranging from six
to eight votes. Word was circulated
early In the session that the president
desired the house bill and the message
undoubtedly had an influence in main-
taining the measure intact.

All the amendments were directed to
the section of the house bill relating to
the deposit and withdrawal of the
postal bank funds by the government.
The general contention was that the
house bill contemplated the withdrawal
of the funds from the local banks for
transference to the large eastern banks
and to the national treasury, v hile it
was urged that the senate bill would
hold the money at the honge banks ex-
cept in_ case -of Wwar or other con-

tingency., Yo
. Bond Plan Besaten.

The first. of the amendments dispos-
ed of was offered by Senator Bacon,
and provided for the striking out of
the provision authorizing the use of
the postal bank deposits for the pur-
chase of bonds. Supporting his own
amendment, Mr. Bacon declared that
the provision of the house was an en-
tering wedge in the interest of the
great central bank. He sald the fi-
nanclers of Wall street could have
written nothing more to their own lik-
ing. /

g(r. Percy took advamtage of the op-
portuntty to make e general speech
charging the postoffice department with
false economy in failing to increase the
rural free delivery service to meet the
demands of the country. Incidentally
he charged that the political power of
the postoftice department is being vast-
lv increased to the detriment of the
country.

The amendement was voted down by
a majority of 6, as was the next
amendment, which was offered by Mr.
Cummins and which required the de-
positories should be salected in accord-
ance with the general rule.

The suggestion which recelved most
attention provided for a requirement of
indemnity bonds from postal savings
depositories. This is the provision In
the senate blll, while the house re-
quires the deposit of bonds as security.
The amendment was favored by Sena-
tors Cummins and Bristow and oppesed
by Messrs. Burton and Carter.

Mr. Bristow declared that the house
provision would preclude the possibility
of country banks becoming depositor-
fes, as it would require them to pre-
fer one depositor over others, which
the state laws would not permit. In-
atead of being a source of strength in
the next campaign, it would be a cause
of weakness to the republican party,
he sald. ‘The vote against the amend-
ment stood 27 to 88.

A similar fate met an amendment by
™Mr. Cummins, restoring the senate pro-
vision authorizing the withdrawal of
the deposits from the local banks only
in case of war or other exigency.

The republican platform endorses
and commends the Taft administration
for _its record of accomplishment, re-
clting various measures passed since
the president's inaguration; declares
the tariff {s in accord with the repub-
lican national platform, and citing as
one of the effects of the measure a
half billion dollar increase in the wages
of workingmen, gnd insisting that re-
vision was downward. The remainder
of the platform {s devoted to state is-
sues.

John K. Tener was nominated for
governor; John M. Reynolds, lieutenant
governor; Henry Houck, secretary of
Internal affairs; and C. Fred Wright,
treasurer.

OHIO-ENDORSES HARMON.

Democrats of State Want Him to Lead
Party in 1912—Tariff* Scored. 9

Dayton, Ohio, June 22.—Governor
Harmon, addressing the democratic
state convention today, declared that
the people had been imposed on by the
tariff, levied ostensibly for public rev-
enue, but really for privata profit. “But
they were nevgr before fooled dy the
promise of subStantial reductions of
these taxes, broken in their faces as
soon as their votes were segured,” he
said, and added that “there can be no
rellef as long as the interests which
profit thru the tariff laws are allowed
to frame them.” The only agency by
which these interests can be dislodged,
‘he sontended, is the democratic party.
He urged economy in the conduct of
government, and concluded that
“neither economy nor watchful regard
for the common welfare is possible In
‘Washington while the reign of the fa-
vored goes on and the practical genius
of our people finds such smal] expres-
slons in the conduct of theilr public
business.”

Demand Tariff Revision.

‘The platform declares the present
campaign must be fought on state is-
sues; endorses Harmon’'s administra-
tion, and calls for the election of a full
democratic ticket to assure the gov-
ernor assistance in his efforts for need-
ed reforms and effective government;
demands downward yevision of the tar-
ifY; a dollar per day .pensions; de-
clares for conservation of natural re-
sources, and denounces Ballinger for
dismissing “officers whose alm was
the preservation to the people of such
resources.”

Harmon Endorsed For President.

The proposition to endorse a candi-
date for United States senator was
defeated, 840 to 254, The following
resolution, presented by the committes
on resolution was adopted by the con-
vention endorsing Harmon for the
presidency in 1912.

“We Invite the attention of the na-
tlon to Judson Harmon and the work
he is doing in Ohio. Twavo years hence,
it will have been completed. Then we
can spare him for larger duties. He
believes gullt iIs personal, is acting on
that bellef at home, and would act up-
on it in larger fields. A high senze
of duty provides his only motivas for
official actions and his sense of jus-
t1ice alone compels judgment. Firmness
and strength mark him the man to gsup-
plant vacillation and weakness. The
nation needs a real man, and the
Ohio democracy here presents and en-
dorses for the presidency in 1912 Jud-
son Harmon.

They include the imposition of
additional milltary service upon bach-
elors over 29 years of age, making
obligatory the marriage of stats em-
ployes who have reached the age of 25
years, with supplementary salaries and
pension allowance for those with more
than thres childran, and repeal of the
law requiring the equal distribution of
estates among children.

The proposed legislation follows the
recent publication of vital statistics,
which showed that births In the re-
public during 1809 were 770,000 against
792,000 the preceding year, and that
the population has been fncreased by
only 8,000,000 since 1851.
