Chicago, July 11.—Frank A. Gotch, 
world's champion, wrestler, has an­
nounced thru Harry H. Frazee, the 
Chicago theatrical magnate and pro­
moter of the Gotch-Jeffries tour, that 
h<? would like to light Jack Johnson 
for the heavyweight boxing champion­
ship. 

"Not five minutes after Johnson 
knocked out Jeffries in their Reno bat­
tle," said Mr. Frazee, "Goth told me 
that he could whip Johnson and that 
he would be willing to flght the negro 
giant if given proper training for ten 
months or a year. 

"Gotch asked me to put the proposi­
tion up to Jim Corbett and see what he 
thought about it. 

Corbett Is Enthusiastic. 
"I met Corbett, told him of Frank's 

plans and he became wildly enthusias­
tic over the idea. 

"Everybody knows Gotch is a 'ster­
ling athlete and the greatest wrestler 
in the world. They know he is about 
the most powerful man in athletics, 
that he is young and that he takes the 
best of care of himself. Where is there 
another more promising or capable of 
whipping Johnson? 

"Gotch plans," continued Mr. Frazee, 
"to place himself in charge of some 
master of boxing, as killed instructor 
like Tommy Ryan or some other 
fighter of the old school. He wants at 
least a year in which to prepare for 
the light. He Is firmly convinced tha? 
he can whip Johnson and wants to 
try it. 

"There Is one thing that Gotch 
wants understood and that Is he 
doesn't care to make to any stage ap­
pearance before or after the flght. All 
he wants is to whip Johnson. He 
doesn't care about money, for he's thru 
with the wrestling game, and has made 
himself wealthy in the last few years."
