S8TOCK EXCHANGE FRAUD.

WA GLUBS FEDER

COMMERCIAL BODIES OF VARIOUS
CITIES TO WORK FOR GEN-
BRAL INTERESTS.

Fake Cablegrams From Amsterdam
Ordering Purohases.

New York, July 13.—A fraud on stock
exchange houses thru the medium of
fake cable orders from Amsterdam has
been discovered here. The extent of
the fraud and details concerning it
have not beten fully oleared up yet for
the reason that the houses which re-
ceived replies to cable inquiries which
they sent after they held up the exe-
cution of the orders. The fake cable
orders were all for the purchase of a
certain stock which ls listed on the ex-
change here.

The first of a series of efforts to get
New York houses to buy this stock on
fake cable orders was made about two
months ago. A banking house here re-
ceived a cable from Amsterdam In-
structing it to buy 8300 shares of the
tsock in question. The stock was pur-
chased on the stock exchange, between
20' and 21, and the house cabled back to
Amsterdam that the order had been
executed.
