TEMPLE THREATENS COWNIE. 

Federal Attorney Says He Will Investi­
gate Diseased Beef Charge. 

Dos Moines, Sept.  26.—United States 
Attorney M. L. Temple, of Osceola, yes­
terday verified the report that the fed­
eral authorities will  investigate the 
claim of Governor Carroll  that John 
Cownie, former member of the state 
board of control,  sold -diseased cattle 
to packers at  Omaha, thereby violating 
the federal quarantine law. 

During the past week reports to tliH 
effect have been circulated in Pes 
M> lines since the trial of Governor Car­
roll  on a charge of criminally Ubellns 
John Cownie was begun before Judge 
Howe in -district court.  

over the long distance telephone yes­
terday afternoon Colonel Temple was 
informed of these reports .in De.s 
Moines, and that i t  was understood he 
contemplated action against Cownie. 

"There is nothing to the report of 
Immediate Investigation by the govern­
ment," said Colonel Temple. "Persons 
have called my attention to the matter 
and I  -have decided to look into it ,  not.  
hnvever, until  after the general elec­
tion in November. I  -postpone action 
on my part until  that time so that i t  
orun not he charged that I  acted for 
political reasons. You enn state that 
there will  be no proceedings until  after 
the general election." 

The charge that Cownie sold diseased 
mi tie was one of the grounds upon 
•<Yfilch Governor Carroll  based hts ac­
tion in removing Cownie from the state 
control board, and Is one of the things 
u;>on which the Indictment against 
Governor Carroll ,  charging him with 
•riminally libeling Cownie, was based 

by the Polk grand jury. 
This charge was gone Into to some 

extent when Cownie was on the wit­
ness stand in the Polk district court 
last week, testifying against Governor 
Carroll  in the libel trial.  

Mr. Cownie testified that a large 
number of the cattle in the herd at the 
state school for feeble-minded children 
at Glenwood responded to the tubercu­
lin test.  Several animals which were 
apparently afflicted the most,  were 
slaughtered, he said,- and nothing but 
tiny specks found In the glands of their 
necks. Upon the advice of the state 
veterinarian, -he testified, these cattle 
were used for meat,  veterinarians de­
claring all  the organs of the animals 
to he unaffected and the flesh l i t  for 
food. 

The state control hoard then decided 
it  would -be best to dispose of all  the 
animals before they -became so affected 
as to make their flesh unfit  for food, 
Cownie said, and accordingly the 
-board Instructed him to sell  the cattle.  
This he did, he testified, pursuant to 
the order of the board, disposing of the 
animals to a firm of packers in Omaha.

reer of John Oerka, a l*-year-old Colo 
boy, was brought to a speedy close 
when he confessed, after being sweat 
out for some time, that he bad entered 
the Ransom store In Colo, some time 
Thursday night and etols a revolver, 
some knives and other property. The 
boy's futher brought him to Novuda 
and it is understood will lay the mat­
ter beforo Judge Wright with the re­
quest that the young man be commit­
ted to the reform school at Eldora.
