TENANT BECOMES AN* OWNER. 
Jlda Grove Pioneer}. 

That a renter can make good money 
on an Iowa farm and eventually be­
come the owner of such a farm him­
self, if he uses brains as well as en­
ergy In his farming, was again dem­
onstrated this past week in Tama 
county when Otto Thomas held a big 
public auction, the proceeds from which 
enabled him to pay for the farm he had 
bought for himself. 

Thomas started a few years ago with 
nothln, but he had an object in view 
all the time and that object was to 
some day have a farm of his own. He 
worked hard, he studied, and his ef­
fort has been to employ scientific meth­
ods In all his farming. Every year he 
laid away a little, until finally after this 
year's crop was harvested he bought a 
farm of his own in Orange township, 
Tama county, and then, as a tenant on 
the old place, advertised a public auc­
tion. 

Over 2.000 people attended the auc­
tion. and the proceeds enabled Thomas 
to make his last payment on his own 
farm, and move onto the place without 
a debt of any kind. To start his sale 
he sold 15 head of horses for S3,650 
cash, and kept plenty of horses for his 
cwn farming. He had a big bunch of 
yearling steers that 6sld up to $45 a 
head, two year olds that sold for $55 to 
$65, a line lot of cows for an average of 
$75. and a big herd of hogs that sold 
for fancy prices. Everything brought 
top prices and Mr. Thomas netted 
$2,000 more on the sale than he had ex­
pected. 

There Is good money in every Iowa 
farm for the tenant as well as the own­
er. and every tenant can become an 
owner if he wants to do so

The belief held by christian churches 
for centuries that the heathen can not 
be saved because they are ignorant of 
the Saviour, even the Lord Jesus 
Christ, has gradually been growing 
weaker, and many, If not most, Intelli­
gent men among the clergy and the 
laity have practically abandoned this 
belief. A hundred and forty years ago, 
when K was the prevailing belief, 
Swedenborg. whose father had been 
superintendent of the Swedish missions 
among the Indians of North America, 
made the common-sence statement: 
"That the heathen likewise are saved, 
may be known from this single consid­
eration, that the Lord's mercy Is uni­
versal—that is to say, it goes out to 
every single person.

There are two 
things indispensable to make the best 
kind of citizen—one Is a genuine love 
for the common good, the other is an 
intelligent conception of what to do to 
promote that good. Our political par­
ties are not divided along the line o? 
patriotism, but along the line of the 
science of government. The civil war 
was not a conquest between good men 
on the one side and bad men on the 
other: it was a contest over principles, 
or intellectual concepts as to funda­
mental human rights. Yet those who 
held the wrong concepts were consider­
ed to be enemies of the common good. 

A man's love for the common good Is 
qualified by his conception regarding 
the truth that shall govern the legis­
lation, execution and adjudication of 
public affairs. 

The same law prevails in spiritual 
life. It is not enough to have a heart 
full or goodness; we must also have a 
head full of truth to match it. 

He understood that fluctuations In 
prices necessitate cuts In wavea and 
that long hours are sometimes neeea 
aary. It is not these which keep him 
away from the employer. It Is the 
lack of kindness. hTe rich man. feels 
the same lack as does the poor man. 
Kindness is what the world needs. The 
apostle outlines a great principle, a 
principle which would make Chicago 
a marvelous city. General Booth once 
sent out to his workers as the watch­
word for the year, 'Others.' If this 
evangelistic campaign is to mean any­
thing for Chicago, we rnuBt toe kind; 
we must live Christ in our business."
