When his train came in from his 

short speechmaking tour In the Second 
Iowa congressional district, there went 
up a cheer that was multiplied many 
times when he stepped from his special 
car and entered a waiting automobile. 
As h® caught his first glimpse of 
Fourth street as the party, preceded 
by a cavalry escort, moved along, he 
was silent for a moment and then he 
turned to his seat mate, President Hill 
M. Bell, of Drake University, with a 
"bully" that came not lightly, but 
reverently, from the bottom of his 
heart. 

It was "bully," for stretching away 
tor several blocks up Fourth street 
were many thousands of people, cheer­
ing, clapping their hands, waving hats 
and handkerchiefs in enthusiastic wel­
come.

Makes .Characteristic Speech. 
At the Auditorium following the 

meeting at the coliseum, Colonel Roose­
velt ir.ade a characteristic speech and 
was given vociferous evidence of ap­
proval by the great throng. He 
thumped the democrats, denounced 
graft and crookedness and in all Its 
forms, took several^shots at Tammany 
hall, endorsed the progressive policies, 
put in a few words for new nationalism 
nnfl declared the Roosevelt policies are 
the Iowa policies. He wound up his 
address by expressing the hope that the 
entire Iowa republican ticket would be 
elected. 

Colonel Roosevelt spoke to an audi­
ence which filled every available inch 
of apace in the Auditorium. The build­
ing was crowded long before the meet­
ing opened at 8 o'clock and policemen 
were forcing people away from the 
closed doors by 8 o'clock. 

The audience did not get a glimpse of 
Colonel Roosevelt until 9:30 o'clock, 
when he came to the Auditorium from 
the Coliseum, where he had addressed 
the state teachers.
