WITH POLICE,

MANY AMERICAN JACKIES
URGE CONTESTANTS ON

‘Large Contingent From American Fleet
Amused Spectators of Spectacular
IStrugglo—Polieo Compelled to Make
Wholesale Arrests, Taking Nearly
Hundred Into Custody Up to Noon.

London, Nov, 18.—Suffragettes, un-
aer the leadership of Mrs.
Pankhurst, made an attack on parlia-
ment soon after the session opened to-
day. Twelve women and one man were

arrested.

About 1,000 suffragettes were engag-
ed in a fight with the police surround-
ing parliament. Several times the
women were driven back, but each
time they returned to the attack and
1t required additional police to finally
stop the attack.

A large contingent of American blue
jackets from the visiting fleet were
amused spectators of the struggle, and
lustily cheered the combatants, incit-
ing them to fresh efforts.

The police were compelled to make
wholesale arrests, and elghty-two suf-
fragettes and their supporters have al-
ready been taken intd custody.

TOLSTOl! PASSES BAD NIGHT.
————
Somewhat Improved Later in Day—
Stimulants Resorted To.

Astapova, Russia, Nov. 18.—A pulle-
tin issued thls morning by physicians
says that Tolstol passed a sleepless
night, but fell {nto a deep slumber this
morning. HIs temperature is 99.1;
heart action weak; pulse better.

Strophanthus, & powerful stimulant
+was administered. Oxygen has not been
resorted to.

-An exhortatory telegram addressed
to Tolstol by Antonius from St.
Petersburg, who is presiding over the
eynod, and the departure of Bishop
Cicll for Astapova mark the extreme
golicitude of the church to gather
Tolstol into its folds. At the time of
the writer’s serlous illness at Crimea
in 1900 a similar exhortation was sent
to h¥m and secret orders were dis-
patched to Crimea to allow only repre-
sentatives of the church entrance to
the bed chamber during his dying min-
utes as the synod had determined at
any cost to bury him. On that occas-
fon, when he regained consciousness
Tolstot directed this answer to the
clericals:

“Even in the face of death, twice
two makes four.”

The text of the telegram from An-
tonius is: o’e

“Since the very first moment of
your rupture with thec hurch I have

incessantly prayed and I pray now that!
God may restore you to the church.,
you

Possibly he is soon to summon
to the judgment seat. I implore you
in your sickness to reconcile yourself
with the church and the orthodox Rus-
glan people. May God bless vou."”

Count Techerkoff and other
tendants decided that it was unthink-
able to submit the telegram to Tolstol
in his present condition.

CANAL WORKERS STRIKE.

Laborers Ask Taft for More Pay and
Are Refused.

Panama, Nov. 18.—Just as President
Taft was concluding his inspection ot
the canal yesterday the laborers struck.
“Thelr request for an increase in their
hourly pay practically was refused by
the president.

They demanded that the increases be
granted immediately. Mr, Taft subse-
quently asked them to wait for a défi-
nite reply until he reached Charleston.

The fact that the men have Struck
will eause only temporary inconveni-
ence. It is probable, however, that the
machinists, blacksmiths, molders, and
locomotive engineers also will strike,

Twenty-five per cent of the American
employes are Involved in the dispute.
Mr. Taft informed the deputation that
visited him that the canal employes
were the best paid workmen In the
world. They receive from 40 to 50 per
cent higher wages than men in the
same trades in the United States, and
furthermore they receive fuel, quarters,
and medical attendance free and are
allowed commutation on purchases
made from the commissary.
