Way to the Light. 
The realization, that God is Love has 

seemed heretofore so transcendental as 
to be beyond the grasp of human con­
sciousness, but, as we have grown in 
the realization of what God and Love 
are, we have come to know that with­
out the mall would be darkness and 
hopelessness and the light that Chris­
tian Science has thrown upon Love is 
literally "the light" which "shlneth in 
darkness: and the darkness compre-
hendeth it not." Love, as Christian 
Science teaches it, the manifestation 
of the very jiresence of God, and, in 
fact, is God. When we realize this we 
know there is nothing we may look for 
that is higher, greater or holier; and 
when in our search we find a little, 
faint perception of this love giving a 
Jitle dawning of the light, a little of the 
radiance of the infinite God, there 
comes in the heart a large happiness 
and freedom no words may express. 

It has been rightly indicated that the 
, Christian Scienctlsts are the happiest 
people in the world. We are the hap­
piest people in the world because we 
are no longer afraid of God with that 
fear which means terror, but are filled 
with that fear which is the "beginning 
of wl3dom" and Is awe and reverence, 
and in this fear have we had It proven 
to us that God Is Love and nothing 
less than Love. The human family 
sees all of the turmoil, wretchness and 
unhapplness with which it has to con­
tend, hears its story on every side and, 
having bpen taught i t  is  real ,  ha3 
grown into the belief that somewhere, 
somehow, for some purpose, the God 
who is Love has sent all of this to them 
in the hope and expectancy It will make 
them love God better than they could 
do if they simply realized that God Is 
Love and Love alone. 

Overcoming Evil With Good* 
In many places the Bible speaks of 

the God of vengeance and hate and 
malice, but careful study will show us 
it is always evil that Is bringing out the 
declaration that God is a God of ven­
geance, hate and malice, because evil, 
when it comes face to face with the 
Ood who is.Love Is rendered speechless, 
hopeless and helpless, is "cast out into 
outer darkness" wherein there Is no 
light, no life, no activity, and wherein 
the real man, the man that God made 
in "his image and likeness," Is not and 
never was. 

What is it that destroys a lie? The 
truth about which the lie is told. Does 
the truth destroy the lie because It 
has in itself a perception or conception 
of the lie? Absolutely no. The truth 
which is God is true. It is the whole 
Truth and nothing but the Truth and 
in It there is not the slightest evidence, 
knowledge or consciousness of a lie. To 
the He truth is narrow, bigoted, arrog­
ant, "the same yesterday, today and 
forever," and from everlasting onto 

humility and sorrow did he turn his 
back on it and in that repentance and 
turning away, he became the "rock" 
upon which the Church Is established. 

We are finding that the God-love is a 
very practical thing, and are finding it 
a very necessary and effective thing In 
dealing with ourselves for we are be­
ginning to realize the only enemy any 
person has may be Quickly seen with 
the' i  aid of a looking glass. When 
Jesus was no earth he was surrounded 
on all sides by those who called them­
selves and believed themselves to be 
his enemies. He knew, however, that 
they were not his enemies. He knew 
that by keeping his thought clean and 
pure and full of love and meekness and 
humility he shut the door of his 
thought against the temptation of any­
thing unclean, unkindly and evil and 
was standing absolutely free among 
them. 

Pilate asked Jesus. "Art thou King 
of 4he Jews?" arnd his response was: 
"Thou sayest." He knew In his own 
consciousness it was his knowledge 
end manifestation of the God-love 
which, standing in their midst, was so 
transsendental, so great and so pre­
cious they could not grasp it from a 
material standpoint and so believed it 
to be an enemy against their right and 
something they ought to destroy. It is 
impossible for us to grasp it from a 
material standpoint and so believed it 
to be an enemy against their rights 
and something they ought to destroy. 
It is impossible for us to grasp the 
spiritually of Christ's teaching from 
any other than a spiritual viewpoint. 

The scribes and Pharisees endeavor­
ed to grasp the Master's teachings 
froon a materialistic viewpoint and so 
failed utterly to comprehend the mes­
sage of freedom and peace he had for 
them. The same endeavor has 'con­
tinued from that day to this until the 
knowedge has been finally established 
amongst mankind, thru the ministry of 
Christian Science, that it never can 
succeed. 

When I was a boy at school my read­
er contained the story of two knights 
who met on a road one day, and, stop­
ping to greet each other, observed sus­
pended across the road a beautiful 
shield. After exchangeing salutations 
one of the knights remarked: "What a 
beautiful silver shield!" The other 
knight responded: "Surely it is beauti­
ful, but it is not silver, it is gold." 
This started a controversy which final­
ly led the knights to endeavor to de­
stroy each other In order to settle the 
question as to which was right. Setting 
their lances In position they ran full 
tilt at each other hut failed to do any 
damage. As they turned again to the 
assault they found .themselves on op­
posite sides of the shield from which 
they had started and, glancing up, saw 
each had been right in his statement 
for the shield was silver on one side 
and gold on the other. They saw they 
had been looking at it from the wrong 
viewpoint to understand the other's 
view as to what Is was made of. It is 
Impossible to conceive of anything in 
Christ's teachings other than from the 
standpoint of his knowledge of God 
and his knowledge of Love which is 
his lesson as he learned it and left it 
for you and me to learn and live.

It Is intelligence on our part that 
we have faith In him as the source 
where not only statements but demon­
strations of the power of the Word of 
God come from and so accept and prove 
our acceptance of our Master's teach­
ing by doing the works he commanded 
us to do. 

No Creed and No Dogma. 
Christian Science is not endeavoring 

to establish a new standard of Chris­
tianity. It is rather, if anything, de­
ploring the new standard of Christi­
anity and turning thought to the old 
standard, the standard established by 
Christ himself. 

The Rev. Lyman Abbott at one time 
said: "Creed, dogma and varying con­
gregation were things unknown in 
Christ 's  t ime, having been tied on to 
religion in modern days." 

Christian Science is without creed 
and without dogma. It is the antithe­
sis of personal opinion and is an im­
ploring appeal unto the sons of men to 
give up personal opinion and ideas as 
to the way Christ's religion should be 
established and go back to the way in 
which it was demonstrated by Jesus of 
Nazareth. 

Christ Jesus established the standard 
of Christianity. He never took it down 
and no one else 'may, and he estab­
lished the standard to which all  of  us 
must- attain before we have a spiritual 
right to the designation of Christian or 
Christ-followers, when he said: "He 
that believcth on me, the works that 
I  do shall  he do also: and greater 
works than these shall he do: because 
I go unto my Father," and when he 
made that statement with the word of 
God he was healing the sick from all 
manner of disease, cleansing the leper, 
oasting out evil, raising the dead, feed­
ing the multitude with the fragments, 
disappearing from the multitude in one 
piece and apeparlng before it in an­
other, walking on the water, stilling 
the raging tempest with the word of 
command, finding Caesar's tribute in 
the fish's mouth and presenting him­
self amongst his disciples thru an un­
broken wall. 

These are the works that Jesus the 
Christ did. and it is not simply that I 
say so. neither Is it because modern 
scientific Christianity in Christian Sci­
ence primarily teaches this, but it is 
that Christ himself said if we believe 
on him we shall do the works that he 
does. 

Then, according to the standard es­
tablished by the Master, if we are not 
making progress toward the ability to 
do every one of the works he did we do 
not believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, 
no matter if our lips say we do we be­
lieve a thousand times a day. but rath­
er do we belong to that class our Bible 
tells us that in the latter days shall 
cry: "Lord. I^ord." and the response 
unto them shall be: "I know you not." 
Why? Because the works have not 
been done which prove Him to be the 
Lord and Master. 

The Measure of Knowledge. 
One of an inquiring frame of mind 

might say. "I do not see any Christian 
Scientists walking on the waters to­
day." The reply would be, humanly 
be, "No." But what does that prove? 
Does it prove that the Master made a 
mistake wittingly or unwittingly when 
he said that if we believed on him we 
should do the works he did! Or does 
it prove rather a failure on the part of 
his followers to bo absolutely obedient 
unto him! 

If we should go into a school and in­
vestigate the matter we would find that 
at least 30 per cent of the students of 
mathematics return Incorrect answers 
to at least fiO per cent of the problems 
they are endeavoring to solve. Would 
we conclude from this showing there 
was something the matter with mathe­
matics and that they should be elimi­
nated from the school course, or would 
we instantly realize the necessity for 
better study on the part of the students 
in order that right answers might be 
obtained? The Christian Scientists 
have never claimed that with their 
present grasp of the scientific opera-
toin of the law of God they have over­
come the universal belief in sin, dis­
ease and death: nor have they ever 
claimed that they heal every case com­
ing to them for treatment.. 

If one wishes to cross the road what 
is the first necessary thing to l>e done? 
The first thing to be done is to desire 
to get on the other side, and the next 
is to take the first step in that direction. 
You cannot take the second step, the 
fifth step nor the tenth step first. You 
must take the first step, first, and the 
Christian Scientists are taking the 
first stops in that Journey which 
leads out from "darkness into light." 
from sense into soul. 

Leading us in that way is the Way-
shower. the one who has been "in all 
points tempted like as we are" but has 
met and destroyed all temptation, who 
has done all of the works that I have 
enumerated and has said that if wo 
believe on him we shall also do them. 
Christian Scientists know, because 
they are accomplishing the solution of 
present day problems, the only neces­
sity is continued study, obedience and 
progress to bring the ultimate accom­
plishment of all things. 

Christian Scientists believe in uni­
versal salvation. We do not believe 
that this great problem of eternity Is 
to be solved in. a few brief years beset 
on all sides by temptation and great 
odds, but know that either thm * Stick­
ing ulnit tteitUnr* .intl wt, 
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tired and WTeatheU and turn like weary 
children to the outstretched arms of 
the father or else thru the scientific 
use of the Word of God as our Master 
used It, we shall go on working on 
the problem of salvation until he have 
acompllshed It; for our Bible teaches, 
"They shall all know me (God) from 
the least of them unto the greatest of 
them." "This is life eternal" (John 
xvlL3)—to know God. "Ye shall know 
the truth and the truth shall moke you 
free.

christian Science is  Theology.  Science

•Recognition of God heals the sick.  
Tho knowledge that God Is Mind Is 
eternal salvatioh.  The theology of 
Christian Science turns us absolutely 
to God as the only,  the omniscient,  om­
nipotent.  and omnipresent.  All  in All .  
The science of Christian Science turns 
us to Cod as the only Lawmaker and 
Lawgiver.  

The philosophy of Christian Science 
takes man beyond the human concept 
into the shekiuah where "Jesus has 
passed before us," away from the finite 
misconception and into the Infinite 
knowledge of God. The therapeutics 
of  Christian Science heal the sick by 
mailing ore realize that God is  Good 
and nothing can come from Good ex­
cept good, for cause and effect most 
agree.  

Until  one has been a christian Scien­
tist  and has felt  fall  from him the 
shackles of doubt and fear and unbelief ,  
until  one has found and felt  the cleans­
ing from hate,  malice,  jealousy,  rage,  
self- love,  seif-wil l .  pelf-just Itica t ion 
and self-complacency,  one has never 
known what it  means to be free.
