.INVESTIGATE lOWAN'S DEATH.. 

Bedy of Sidney Man •Found in Weed* 
Near Blair, Neb. 

Sidney, July 17.—Some two weeka 
ago the body of on unknown man was 
found in a secluded spot on the Mia-
sourl river bluffs near Blair, Neb. The 
man's arms were tied to a tree and one 
hand grasped' a revolver which con­
tained one empty shell. No bullet 
wound was to be found, and It was evi­
dent that the man had been dead sev­
eral months. 

Now that the body has been Identi­
fied as that of Louis Trowbridge, who 
formerly liver near Tabor, Iowa, the 
authorities are wondering whether it 
was a case of suicide or murder. A 
notebook found on the body contained 
several names and addresses, which 
aided in the establishment of the Iden­
tity of the man. Trowbridge'^ ac­
quaintances In this vicinity believe 
that he committed suicide. 

Trowbridge lived in this vicinity for 
about thirty years. He waa a promi­
nent, well to do citizen, and at on* 
time he owned 240 acres of land near 
Anderson. He was 'considered to be 
very eccentric and some seven years 
ago was reported to be mentally un­
balanced. He had a fine field of corn, 
but would not go out and pull the corn 
under the belief that it wae being dam­
aged by the rot. Later he sold the corn 
for <3 an acre and the purchaser 
gathered an unusually large crop of 
corn. 

Several months later Trowbridge 
brought suit for (50.000 against a doc­
tor. who was said to have reported that 
Trowbridge was Insane. The case was 
compromised. Shortly after the death 
of his wife Trowbridge left the county 
and after a more or less spectacular 
career in Omaha went to Mexico. 

He had not been heard of In this 
locality for several years. He came 
here in 1878 from Des Moines, where 
his father lived and where his brother, 
Sherman Trowbridge, is said to be liv­
ing. Another brother is in business in 
Denver.
