Seed Sown in Deep Peat.

*“The Crabtree experiment: was con-
ducted on deep peet that has heen
drained and farmed for four Years,
while the McCormick peat bed was
raw peat, having been drained and
plowed in the fall of 1913.

“From the vield and observations
made I am Inclined to Dbelieve that
potash i{s what our peat sofls in Wright |
county need most. With a treatment
of two hundred pounds per acre the
treatment can be made for about $4.30
per acre. The results of one years
treatment ought to extend over at least
two years cropping and possidbly three
years,

A number of alkall tests were made
on the east side of the county. The |
big rain {n June drowned out the most
of these and very indeflnite results
were obtained, but in Boone township
on K. T. Engs farm a four fleld experi-
ment was run comparing stable manure
and potash.

Potash Counteracts Polsonous Effects.

“Plot number one had 25 loads of
manure per acre and yielded 57.83 bu-
£hels of good corn per acre. Plot num-
ver two had twelve loads of manure
and 200 pounds of potash, yielded 60.34
pushels per acre; while plot number
three had two 200 pounds of potash and
vielded 54.2 bushels of corn.

the people generally to such an extent
that many of the causes that are back
of mental disturbances might be
avoided.

when tho matter is fully discussed and
presented to the people in a way that it
can be fully understood.

I do not wish to appear as advocating
or taking a part in the establishing of
such a hospital, but having spent some
time as a servant of the state in look-
ing over the great institutions that are
being constructed in other states, 1 feel
that It i3 no more than right that the
people should know something about
the conclusions that I have reached as
a servant of the people in investigat-
ing these Institutions. This is why I
thought it a part of wisdom and a part
of my duty to enlighten the people of
Jowa thru the public press so that it
can be taken up by those who are far
more familiar with the need and wants
of this class of our citizens than I am,
and possjhly something may be
wrought out that will be of great good
to the unfortunate people who become
afflicted mentally, which is sometimes
traceable to physical defects as well
as heredity and errors on their own
part

I know that the superintendents of
our state Institutions for the insane and
mental defectives realize the necessity
of having a psychopathic department
where the mental status of the inmate
may be ascertained more satisfactorily
and more accurately than under the
present system.

four men who show absolutely no trace
of bodlly wounds, but who are now un-
der his care. Two of them were struck
deaf and dumb by shell explosions;
neither of them has anything wrong
with his organs of speech or hearing,
but is suffering simply from shock. A
third cannot see; caused by a nervous
shock. There is nothing the matter
with his eves and complete recovery is
promised after a period of qulet and
rest. The fourth man's experience left
his mind blank.

Field surgeons contribute accounts

from shell ire. In some cases men are
found stiff in death in life-llke atti-
tudes, so that the stiffness character-|
istic of a corpse must have come on
at the very moment of death, whereas
under ordinary circumstances & man
dies first and slowly stiffens after-
wards. Some of the fleld surgeons have
attributed this to the action of a pols-
onous gas given off by the new explos-
ive, “turpenite.” One of the patholog-

CRIMES LESSEN DURING WAR.

Early Closing of English Saloons Has
