£}rnest Hlrrtz, a waiter in a restau­
rant at Platte, said he served Brooks 
breakfast on April 17, and on the two 
mornings following. His testimony is 
at variance with the alibi the defense

Brooks In Niobrara. Neb., from April 
16 to 20, Inclusive. Hintz said the man 
appeared to be In pain and excited. On 
the morning of April 18 while Brooks 
was eating breakfast someone in the 
restaurant mentioned the fire at 
Greddes. "Did they get them?" Brooks 
exclaimed, so Hintz related. He then 
'owered his head and said nothing 
more.

trench diggers and furrowed by the 
wheels of gun carriages, but have been 
s.i trampled by infantry and cavalry 
that the extraction of the roots be­
came a difficult problem, not yet en­
tirely solved.
