Two auditors of state, Sherman and 
Carroll, became governor. It is a bit 
hard on Kendall and Prouty, too, but 
no man ever became governor of Iowa 
after having served in congress. 
(Carpenter and Gear went to congress 
after having been governor, to say 
nothing of Grimes, Kirkwood and 
Cummins, who became United States 
senator.) Incidentally, two gover­
nors rounded out their careers by 
serving ln presidential cabinets, Kirk­
wood as Garfield's secretary of the In­
terior and Shaw as Roosevelt's secre­
tary of the treasury, while Gear was 
assistant secretary of the treasury 
under Harrison. 

Carpenter seems to have been the 
prize office holder. Before becoming 
governor he was county surveyor of 
Webster county, a member of the leg­
islature and register of the state land 
office, and after leaving the gover­
nor's chair he served as second con­
troller of the United States treasury, 
railroad commissioner, congressman, 
member of the legislature and post­
master at Fort Dodga. 

Only three—Ix>we. Jackson and 
Drake—of the eighteen men who have 
been elected governor of Iowa served 
less than one term. Kirkwood and 
Cummins were the only ones to be 
elected to third terms. Cummins 
served the longest time of all the gov­
ernors—nearly seven years; Garst the 
shortest, thirty-six days. Newbold 
and Garst were the only lieutenant 
governors to become governor»by right 
of succession, the former taking Kirk-
wood's place and the latter Cummins' 
upon their going to the United States 
senate. 

Stone, at 36, was the youngest gov­
ernor; Drake, at 65, the oldest. The 
former took office In 1864t the 
in 1896. The average age of Iowa's 
first ten governors waa 44; of its last 
ten governor* 54.
