In his statement Mr. Thorne 

, 

said 
that Iowa has just asked for a suspen­
sion of interstate rates and the hear­
ing on this question will begin before 
the interstate commerce commission 
tomorrow at Chicago. 

"Fourteen states joined in this peti­
tion." he said. '^Should Iowa grant an 
advance and at the same time contest 
the advance before the interstate com­
merce commission it would be a 
strange piece of inconsistency." 

Refutes Felton Claim. 
Replying to the statement of Presi­

dent Felton, of the Chicago Great 
Western, that the reduction of fares 
In Iowa six years ago had not stimu­
lated traffic. Mr. Thorne declared that 
since the 2-Cent fare became effective 
Iowa fares had increased $10,000,000, 
while in the six years preceding the 
Increase was 94,600,000. 

"In other words," he continued, "the 
increase since the passage of the 2-
cent fare law Aas been more than 
double the increase in double the years 
preceding." 

In conclusion Mr. Thorne said: 
"This contest on traffic rates which 

begins tomorrow at Chicago and has 
already started before the Iowa legisla­
ture involves from $10,000,000 to $12,-
000,000 a year. Never has there been 
a bigger issue in the state measured in 
dollars and cents. It involves more 
than the whole cost of running the 
Iowa government." 

NOMINATION RAISES ROW. 
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Democrats of Des Moines Incensed 
Over Appointment of Huffman. 

Des Moines, March 3.—Announce­
ment yesterday morning of the ap­
pointment of George A. - Huffman to 
the.

DAYTON CHOSEN FOR NEXT 

MEETING OVER DES MOINES 

N«W Hospital Head Elected and Dele-, 
gates Chosen to National Synod at 

Minneapolis—Synod on Reoord in 
Favor of Stopping Shipment of Arms 
and Ammunition to Europe 

Stanton, March 3.—At the closing 
session of the forty-seventh convention 
of the Augustana synod of the 
Evangelical Lutheran church the resig­
nation of Rev. O. A. Henry as superin­
tendent of the Iowa Lutheran hospital 
of Des Moines was accepted. ~ This had 
been tendered the hospital board last 
May, but the matter was referred to 
the conference for action. There had 
been friction between the superinten­
dent and the board. A committee was 
appointed to Investigate ihe causes.of 
dissension. This committee recom­
mended that the resignation be ac­
cepted, but coupled with the report was 
a mild censure 'of the board. The 
same evening the board held a session 
and nominated Rev. F. A. Hanson, field 
secretary of the English work of the 
synod, for superintendent. 

He was unanimously elected. His 
salary was fixed at $1,500 per year, free 
use of the residence on the hospital 
grounds and free traveling expenses. 

After devotional services Friday 
morning by Rev. J. N. Almquist, Rev. 
O. O. Eckhardt, missionary to India, 
spoke briefly of the great need for 
more workers in that field. A telegram 
from the Minnesota conference in ses­
sion assembled in Minneapolis, convey­
ing greetings, was read. The Iowa 
Lutheran hospital boaxd'3 report and 
the report of the treasurer of that in­
stitution were read. The hospital, al-
tho less than a year old, Is enjoying 
good business. The splendid new 
building- cost $102,000, and with the 
ground included, inventories $150,000. 
There is a debt of $96,000 on the prop­
erty. The average -aonthly income is 
$1,800, expenditures $1,500. The super­
intendent read a detail report of the 
work done. A Dr. Ryan had given a 
plat of ground adjoining the hospital 
and for this was given a vote of thanks. 
Rev. J. W. Swanbeck, of Swet City: P. 
C. Carlson, of Farnhamville, and. C. J. 
Ekfelt of Ottumwa. were elected mem­
bers of the hospital board. Dr. A. J. 
Pearson, of Des Moines; F. W. Lind-
quist. of Gowrie, and Oscar Lindquest, 
of Harcourt, were chosen auditing 
committee. An appropriation of $200 
for Dr. Emil Lund, historian of the 
conference, was made. So far he has 
compiled the history of thirty-seven 
congregations. He is alsa given trav­
eling expenses.
