In Name of Law and Humanity.

At first there was some suggestion
that the communication be sent per-
sonally by the president to Emperor
Willlam, hit Mr. Wilgon determined it
should be addressed to the German
government, :

As for reparation the United States
naturally will seek financlal reparation,
but Its protest now is in the name of
international law and humanity to ob-
tain a guarantee that such tragedies
will not be repeated and the lives of
non-combatants not sacrificed.

The communication lays stress on
the inhumanity of atiacks on neutral
merchant vessels. It relates to all
cases in which American rights have
been transgressed—the sinking of the
Falaba, with the loss of Leon C.
Thresher, an American; the attack of
German alrmen on the American
steamer Cushing; the tgrpedoing of
the American steamer Gulflight , and
finally the destruction of the Lusitania,
with the loss of more than 1,000 non-
combatants, more than 100 of them
Americans.

Chance For Disavawal.

The note, while firm and pointed,
does not abandon tones of friendliness
thus giving room for a disavoval by
Germany of her acts or an abatement
of her practices, This is intimated in
the suggestion that the German gov-
ernment and the German people could
certainly not have intended to sacrifice
American lives in the maratime war-
fare.

Reference is made to the advertise-
ments of warning in American news-
papers, the United States was never
ofticlally warned, but even at that the
advertisement or the proclamation of
such a course does mot make it law-

ful.
Cabinet Members Pleased.

Cabinet officers known 'as the advo-
cates always of vigorous steps in for-
eign affairs were highly pleased. They
sald the president's note was the kind
of document that fulfills the desires of
every American, indicating that the
American government was prepared to
g0 to the full length of its ability.

President Wilson spent the forenoon
writing on his typewriter. Shortly af-
ter noon he kept two engagements
made previously.

Despite the ténsity of the interna-
tional situation, the White House pre-
sented outwardly an air of calm.

Next Move Up to Germany.

As the day advanced and the vigor-
ous policy the government was pre-
paring to pursue became known, offics
jals began to shed more light on their
plans. They Indicated that the situ-
ation would grow only as serious as
Germany chose to make it and the
United States would stand calmly for
its rights. One subsequent step being
discussed today was that of conversa-
tions with other neutral ‘governments,
to determine’ what steps they intend to
take to protect their neutral righs.

While the United States has been tra-
ditionally opposed to joint action it has
acted jointly with other governments.

It was made plain that the note need
not necessarily result In severance of
relations. The sending of warships as
convoys to Amerifan steamers has
been talked of among officials, as well
as other protective measures, but the
American government, according to
well-informed persons, proposes to fix
the resonsibility on Germany for any
hostile_act.’

To Stop Alien Agitators,

- ALLIES' DASH

Germans Rush Reinforce-
ments to Battle Front
in Flanders.

FRENCH AND BRITISH
RETAKE POSITIONS

Claim to 'Have Gained Lost Ground
and to Have Resisted German Ef-
forts to Stop Advance—Real Facts
Regarding Situation East Not
Clear—Russians Claim Advantage
Is Not All With Germanic Allies.

London, May 12.—The progress of
the allles' offensive in .Flanders and

northern France has given rise to the
hope here that one of the really mo-
mentous phases of the war is in the
process of a solution which would be
regarded as favorable from the British
point of view,

Berlin recognizes the importance of
the new turn of events. German rein-
forcements, reported from Lens gnd
Doual, thus far apparently have failed
to check the dash of troops sweeping
northward from Arras who have cap-
tured important German positions. The
German war office states that progress
has been made against the British ‘east
of Ypres, but Sir John French's laconic
message asserts that all German ef-
forts to break thru have failed. His
message says nothing of the offensive
in ‘the direction of Lille,

Terrific  fighting from the north of

to clear the British trenches to the east
of Ypres with 'asphyxiating gases.

The defenders, protected by respirat-
ors recently put into use, hugged the
ground and escaped the fumes. When
the Germans, belleving the British had
been made hors de combat rushed the
trenches they were met with'a wither-
ing rifle and machine gun fire,

The German columns, which had ad-
vanced In close formation were prac-
tically annihilated and. those who sur-
vived the rain of le were. forced to
defend themselves with bayonets. Only
a few escaped. A

German Work Captured.

The fighting In this vicinity. is only
an example of that which raged from
Dixmude to Arras.

Loos also was an objective of the
British, and during an engagement of
extreme savagery the allies captured
an important German work and an en-
tire system of trenches constructed
along the road from Loos to Vermelles.

Further to the south a big blockhouse
and the chapel of Notre Dame de Lor-
ette were captured. This place had
been turned into a veritable fortress
by the Germans, but it was surround-
ed and invested after a terrific clash.
The Germans fell back.

All the German trenches to the south
of the chapel have fallen into the hands’
of the British. They were fillled with
German dead. Counter attmcks by the
enemy in this region were crushed with
terrific loss to the Germans.’

. Eastern Situation Obscure.

The situation in the east is still ob-
scure, but it is evident the gains are
not all at the expense of the Russians.
The ofticial reports from Petrograd and
Berlin are so divergent, however, that
military experts-are loath . to ecommit
themselves. .

FINAL EFFORT TO
RECOVER BODIES

Systematic Search of 8ea Being Made
Near Where Lusitania Went Down
—Bodies of Americans to Be Brought
Home.

Queenstown, May 12.—Final efforts
are being made on a large scale to re-
cover the Lusitania’s dead. Not only
are the tugs Flying Fox and Storm
Cock cruising about the scene of the
disaster but a group of admiralty pa-
trol boats is scouting a wide area.
Beach patrols also are on the lookout
from Queenstown to the southern tip of
Ireland.

A Lusitania life boat, bearing the
bodies of two women and three boys, is
reported ashore today near Baltimore,
on the south Irish coast. There were
no Americans among the seventeen
dead brought into Queenstown today.

The bodies of nine men and eight
women who perished when the Lusi-
tania sank, comprising those brought
ashore at Baltimore and other Irish
coast towns, were brought here ' this
morning. The only body- jdentified
was that of Percy Seacombe, of Peters-
burg, Ont, son of the late Captain
Seacombe of the Cunard Ime.” 'His

World Court Congress Convenes at

Racial Riots, Originating
From Lusitania Incident,
Grow in Violence.

MAY INTERNE ALL
.ALIEN ENEMIES

Police Force, Thinned by Drafts For
Military Service, Unable to Cope
With Mobs—Business Houses Raided
and Sacked and Proprietors Forced
Into Hiding—British Establishments
Post Placards. L

London, May 12,—Anti-German riots
in the east end of London were re-
newed this morning. Wherever a Ger-
man showed himself he was attacked.
The police force had been so thinned

by drafts for the army that it had
difficulty in dealing with the &angry
crowds.

Antl-German outbreaks occurred to-
day in the neighborhood of the East
India docks. Sixty or seventy Ger-
man shops were wrecked. Germans in
the vicinity are uniting for self defense
and police are being rushed to the
scene,

In .consequence of the riots and of
the demands for the segregation of all
alien enemies the government has
under’ contemplation more compre-
hensive measures for the internment
of such persons. Details of this plan
will be divulged tomorrow.

Petition For Aliens’ Internment.

Lord Charles Beresford and William
Joynson-Hicks presented separate peti-
tions in:the house of commons today,
asking that the house decree the in-
ternment of all male alien enemies of
military age and the removal of all
other alien enemies to places thirty
L galles or more: from the coaat.

Reports are reaching the police that
private houses belonging to wealthy
Germans in the west end are in danger
of -being burned. R

“No Business With Germans.”

Large placards in the windows of al-
most all business houses bear the
words, “No business transacted with
Germans.”

The protest of German citizens from
Bradford against the torpedoing of the
Lusifania Is the first united public de-
nunciation by naturalized Teutons ex-
pressing “horror and indignation of
thé. German outrages.”

Letters from individual Germans are
appearing In the newspapers but the
more prominent of the German resi-
dents have not made any move.

: General Segregation Considered.

Premier Asquith stated in the house
of commons today that the cabinét was
quite alive to the “progressive viola-
tion of the rules of civilized warfare by
the enemy, and the feeling aroused has
made it necessary to look beyond mere-
1y military considerations.

CAPITAL AND LABOR
EMPLOYED GUNMEN

Confession of New York Gang Leader
Related in Testimony Before Indus-
trial Commission—Gunwomen Also
Employed at Times.

Washington, May 12.—Gunmen and
gunwomen have heen used by both
strikers and employers in Industrial
disturbances, Police Commissioner
Woods, of- New York, today told the
federal industrial relations commission.
The witness today revealed the confes-

sion of a New York gang leader,
“Dopey Benny,” which culminated yes-
terday in the return of indictments by
the New York county grand jury.

“This investigation,” he said, “has
shown a large employment of gunmen
by strikers and a somewhat less em-
ployment of gunmen by employers, Not
only gunmen, but in strikes involving
women workers, gunwomen have been
used.”

Commissioner Woods did not believe
however, that the present Industrial
system had been a means of the insti-
tution of guiiinen bands.

Stephen H, Gregory, of Chicago, a
lawyer, decried general of Injunctions
in labor disputes. Boycotts, he thought,
were often justified. He proposed ex-
tension of all industrial organization
by the federal government.

Henry A. Seegar, of Columbia, Uni-
versity, declared that “no fair minded
person can deny that the courts do act
with a bias toward employers as
agalnst labor.”

He recommended a permanent in-
dustrial commission to harmonize con-
flicts.
