City Council Will Look tho Gift Horse 

in tho Mouth But iRates Begin at 8 

Cents and Decline to 2'/2 Cents Per 
K. W, For Maximum Consumption 

According to Schedule Offered. 

Council Bluffs, July 21.—The city 
council Monday night placed itself on 
record as disinclined to purchase any 

' gift horses until their dental equip­
ment has been examined. The Citi­
zens' Gas & Electric Company, by its 
president, George H. Harris, presented 
a schedule of reduction in price ot elec­
tric current for liglit and power to con­
form to reduction made in the city of 
Omaha, agreeable to the contract un­
der which the company does business 
in Council Bluffs, and the council voted 
to defer approval of the proposed sche­
dule until the regular light committee 
of the council can examine the pro­
posal and report at the next regular 
meeting of the council. 

President Harries was in Council 
Bluffs Monday afternoon and in speak­
ing of the reduction in rates said he 
believed the city of Council Bluffs 
when the new schedule is put into ef­
fect will enjoy the lowest rate of al­
most any city of its size in the coun­
try. 

"Omaha," he said, "Is the thirty-flfth 
city in size in the United States and 
the seventh in rates." This in effect 
means that Council Bluffs, which gets 
the Omaha rate, has as low electric 
light and power rates as any of the 
thirty-five largest cities in the United 
States with seven exceptions. 

Reduction Nearly Quarter. 
The schedule submitted by the com­

pany proposes a reduction of approxi­
mately 23Va per cent In current rates 
•with a minimum charge of 30 cents pei 
month to cover fixed cost charges fo; 
Installation and maintenance of ser­
vice. meter-reading and bookkeeping.

Moses is well remembered by many 
Cedar Rapids men, especially those in 
the railway mail service. His parents 
lived In Mechanicsvlll®, where he was 
reared and educated. 

Moses became a railway postal clerk 
in Cedar Rapids, under the Grover 
Cleveland administration, and he lived 
here four or five years. He was a 
member of a crew that ran between 
Cedar Rapids and Omaha, on the 
Northwestern. During this time he ac­
cepted an agency to sell and deal in-
Oxedoners. He was a very successful 
agent, but he was not making money 
fast enough to suit him, and so he 
perfected one that he called an "Oxe-
genor." It is alleged that thia was an 
Infringement on the Oxedonor, and liti­
gation was commenced. Moaes moved 
from Cedar Rapids to Buffalo, N. Y., 
where the Duplex Oxypathor was per­
fected. This was the "tin can" which 
landed him in the federal penitentiary 
at Atlanta. 

A government officer was sent to 
Cedar Rapids to investigate tho career 
of Moses and hi* "tin cans." This 
waa Just prior to the quit that was 
started. Several member* of the crew 
In Moses' mail car were questioned. 
They all declared that Mo*e* appeared 
to them to be strictly honorable in all 
hi* dealings.
