Asks for Pension 

The first of a new class of county 
pensioners—the poor blind—authorised 
by the last general assembly to be 
pensioned by the county, has applied-
Oscar J, iWorley, aged 65, living at 23 
South Center street, filed the first ap­
plication of Its kind in the office of 
Clerk of Court ,8, H. Reilley this fore­
noon. 

In the application Worley makes oath 
that his Income does not exceed $500 a 
year, and that he has lived In the coun­
ty at least five years. Dr. E. 'M. Single­
ton, county examiner of this class of 
pension applicants, makes affidavit In 
the application that Worley's optic 
nerves are dead, and that the appli­
cant is totally blind. Worley's aver­
ments are supported by the oaths of J. 
J. Hall and E. A, Tuftree, which are at­
tached. 

Worley will soon appear before the 
board of supervisors to prove to it that 
•his Income does not exceed $300' a year 
and that he is otherwise deserving. 
That done it is compulsory upon the 
board to pension him to an amount not 
to exceed $150 a year.

4 EQUAL PAY FOR. WOM€N. Ill 

Illinois 8tate Government Not to Dis­
criminate Against 8ex. 

Chicago, Aug. 10.—For the first time 
In the history of Illinois women em­
ployes of the state witl receive the 
same pay as men doing the same class 
of work, beginning with Sept. 1. 

This step, together, with radical 
changes affecting 3,500 employes and 
more than 20,000 wards of the state In 
the twenty-one charitable institutions 
was decided on yesterday at a confer­
ence of the members of the state board 
of administration, held at the Dunning 
Institution. 

President Kern of the state board 
presided. Representatives of the Chi­
cago Federation of Labor and the 
nurses and hospital workers' unions 
were present > 

They also named a new superintend­
ent of the «oldlers' orphans' home at 
Normal. He Is Edwin M. Van Patten, 
of Bloomingtoon. former city superin­
tendent of schools at Bloomington and 
Joliet. 

The revolutionizing of the employing 
and wage system in the twenty-one 
state institutions. President Kern said 
la_-»t nitrht, has been under considera­
tion for some time. 

Four distinct "advance stepsv" aa 
Mr. Kern explained it, were made, as 
follows: 

1. The minimum wages for men and 
women in all the state institutions to 
be the same for the same class of 
work. 

2. A11 employes to be given one day 
of rest in seven, in addition to thertwo 
weeks' vacation annually. Under the 
old system they had the two weeks' va­
cation, but worked seven day* a week. 

3. A promotional wage scale where­
by all employes will automatically re­
ceive higher wages as their term of 
service lengthens, 

4. The change from night to day 
service to be made hereafter each week 
instead of monthly.
