J. G. Carter Starts First of Series of |
Large Modern Dwellings on Lot at |
Corner of Second Avenue and Byron
Street.

A bullding move that is of Impor-
tance to the neighborhood of the block
just south of the highischool, and a

house buildmxg
ordinary interest, has Just been begun

by J. G. Carter on the lot at the south-
west corner of Second avenue and
Byron street. The site is better known
as the old Bremner property. Carter
bought it of the estate a few weeks
ago.

Today he started excavation for the
first of three, and possibly four, large
houses.
