Upright smok* travel and smooth steel causes all soot to fall back into the 
fire to be consumed for fuel. It can not retard radiation and the instant heat­
ing quality of steel causes the greatest amount of heat to radiate from the fuel 
used so that these furnaces of steel are sold thruout the Canadian northwest 
where none but the most powerful heaters can battle with a northern winter.
