The best thing the Des Moines 
Register anu Leader has done late­
ly was when it came to the rescue 
of Attorney General Cosson in thft 
attempt which has been made to in­
volve him In a controversy over the 
authorship of the Cosson laws. 

The Register-News has no way of 
knowing just who is responsible for 
the questionable Insinuations, but 
they appeared for the first time to 
our knowledge in the Sheldahl Thrift 
immediately after the visit of Senator 
"Joe" Allen, who is himself a candidate 
for the gubernatorial nomination, to 
that town recently. 

A controversy over the authorship 
of the Cosson laws Is needless and will 
prove fruitless. Mr, Cosson introduced 
the Cosson bills in the senate and un­
questionably had much to do with 
writing them. But the authorship of 
the laws Is not so vital as are the acts 
of the men who used them to compel 
respect for the law. It was Attorney 
General Cosson, first as assistant at­
torney general and later as attorney 
general, who more than any other one 
man has popularized the law enforce­
ments bills which bear hla naxne. WiliSs 
the right ww being made to popularize 
them, everybody was very willing that 
Mr. Cosson should have the then dubi­
ous honor of authorship.

THE COUNTY ENGINEER'S JOB. 
[IJa County Pioneer.] 

The highway commission has found 
it necessary to isue a communication 
to supervisors, engineers, auditors and 
county attorneys in regard to the 
terms of employment under which the 
county engineer works. It holds that 
the season of 1914 amply demonstrates 
that the road work of any county re­
quire* the full time of the county en­
gineer. It therefore requires that the 
supervisors and county engineer enter 
into a definite written contract upon 
a yearly salary basis for the full 
time of the engineer. 

Engineers will be allowed to handle 
the drainage work of those counties 
where there is but a limited amount 
of such work. The time of the engi­
neer ln sue1; cases must be charged to 
drainage work and the fees go to the 
county. 

In case toe engineer uOca any woik 
for private individuals, the fees re­
ceived for such work must be turned 
over to the county. The custom of 
some engineer* doing private work on 
Sunday Is also frowned upon. It is 
felt that the road engineering work re-
quiries the full time and strength of 
the engineer. The engineer who util­
ises the seventh day of the week for 
private tusine*s for which he draws 
pay in addition to his yearly salary, is 
not giving the county a square deal. 

It Is held that the county is under 
obligations to provide suitable offices 
and all instruments and equipments 
necessary for the work. Attention 1* 
called to the fact that the county en­
gineer must give a bond. 

The commission adds that it "has 
found that the county engineers in 
general are tireless in their work, put­
ting ln many more hours than could 
legally be required and seeming en­
tirely willing to work late into the 
night whenever necessary, without ex­
tra pay." However, It is pointed out 
that the "obligation upon the commis­
sion is such that It is the duty of the 
commission to terminate the services 
of the engineers whose contract* with 
the county are of such character as 
not to be in the Interests of the citizens 
and taxpayer*."

And than came the time 
when the argument was made and re­
peated from one end of the land to

That Inevitably led to the question: 
Why the long vacation? Surely there 
is no more useful occupation for chil­
dren than getting as much of an ed-
ucuii«s, cr " good a st«*t toward an 
education, as the school* can give 
them. If they are to be occupied use­
fully, there i* but one place where 
this oan be done ln a satisfactory and 
effective manner, and that is in the 
schoola If there must be useful oc­
cupation, If that is the very best thing 
for the young folk, then: Why the 
long vacation? 

And so it has come to pas*, quite 
naturally, that the press and many ed­
ucational folk and parents who are 
really Interested *n the schools have 
begun discussing the all-school year. 
The idea appeals to many practical 
people, <who consider tbe waste of time. 
And it appeal* to very many who real­
ize that while in the day? of the early 
settlers, and before agricultural ma­
chinery had been invented, .tho long 
vacation was something that had to 
be, today there is no real reason for 
its existence. Everywhere the sugges­
tion is made, however,- that if we ara 
to have an all-year school It l ust 
not be devoted entirely to text book*,, 
but that during the heated season gar­
dening ana simiiau occuii&uuuS, sst'jre 
•tudy on a wider acal* than haa ever 
before been attempted, should form an 
Important part of the wojrk of the 
schools. ' .

WIS CON SIN'S MARRIAGE LAW. ' 
[Dubuque Telegraph-Herald.] 

Wisconsin has had a year in which 
to try out the worth of it* eugenle 
marriage law and the report on th* 
law's workings, which ha* been pre­
pared by Dr. C. A. Harper, secretary 
of the state board of health and vital 
statistics, which he recently submitted 
to the legislature, is an Interesting com­
mentary. The report shows a deoreaa* 
in the number of marriage* In 1914, 
over 1918, of nearly 20 per eent. 

The Wisconsin law la, In a aena*, 
miscalled the eugenic marriage law. 
While it does strictly prescribe th* 
state of health in which the male con­
tracting party must be at th* tlm* a 
marriage license Is issued, "th* law is 
not Intended as a eugenic meaaure, 
since its provisions insist only on free­
dom from venereal disease* and do not 
review the general health of both ap­
plicants as would a true eugenic law. 
Nevertheless the law is undoubtedly a 
step ln the right direction. 

That there is a real, a pressing need 
to curb propagation among the mental­
ly and physically unfit has been 
thoroughly and completely demon­
strated by medical science. The cer­
tainty with which the taint of certain 
forms of venereal disease In the 
parents is manifested in the offspring 
has been established beyond dispute. 
There is, ln most communities today, 
to be found at least one example of 
criminal carelessness ln permitting 
physically tainted persons to marry and, 
though conditions today are not so 
hopeless as those depicted in Ibsen's 
"Ghosts," yet they are bad enough to 
warrant such legislation against their 
duplication as the Wisconsin statute 
contemplates. 

A review of the statistics of the 
insane asylums and sanitariums for 
the helplessly mentally and physically 
deformed is sufficient to call forth, 
from the horror inspired, an unquali­
fied approval of the purpose of the 
eugenic law. 

Altho the decrease in marriages in 
Wisconsin has-been from 21,052 In 
1913 to 17,246 in 1914, adropof 8,797. Dr. 
Harper la of the opinion that not all 
the decline is due to the operation of 
the eugenic law. Many marriages of 
Wisconsin people. Dr. Harper asserts, 
were performed outside the state, and 
a number of common law marriages 
were solemnized, for which certificates 
were not issued. M&st of the mar­
riages performed outside the state 
were between people who view the law 
as impertinent. 

But whatever the cause may be for 
the decline in the number of marriages 
In Wisconsin the eugenic law should 
be recognised as a step, the intent of 
which, is in the right direction and the 
experiment should be given further 
test.

Hyacinths 
of the Dutch variety, for pot culture or 
open ground, of standard sort*, arc 
selling for as low as 85 cents a dozen. 

Narcissus retails from IS cents to 25 
cents a dozen, according to the varie­
ties. The narcissus, or Chinese sacred 
lily, for forcing In water, eells for about 
8 cents each, or 75 cents a dosen. Lily 
of the valley pips, Imported from Ger­
many, will sell for 10 cents each, and 
the lily of the valley In clumpe. Im­
ported from Holland, for planting In 
the open ground, will retail for about SO 
cents each. The two latter varletlee 
will be ready for delivery In October. 

Es*ter lilies, Bermuda grown, will 
sell for 15 orata eaeh. White Japaneae 
lillea. Imported from. Japan, will aell 
for about 15 cents each. Pure white 
lilies, grown. In France, will bring 
about 10 cents each.
