Des Moines, Sept. , 22.—The weekly 

crop bulletin says: 
The average temperature for the 

week was slightly below the normal, 
due to prevailing low readings on the 
last day, which caused frost in many 
localities on the morning of the 2*lst. 
Showers were frequent, and in many 
sections heavy to excessive, making 
unfavorable conditions for rapid ripen­
ing of corn. The crop Is very back­
ward, and not more than 20 per cent 
of it Is dented and not more than 5 
per cent is safe from injury by killing 
frost. 

The frequent showers also delayed 
threshing and in some sections plow­
ing and seeding. The harvesting Df a 
heavy crop of grapes is nearing com­
pletion in the western counties, and 
many apples havo been picked. Pas­
tures continue in excellent condition, 
but reports of potatoes rotting in the 
ground are still being received.

Two Fatal Mishaps Narrowly Averted 
on Skunk River. 

Newton, Sept. 22.—Thru the work­
ings of some strange phenomenon 
Newton was omitted In the general 
cloudburst which swept most ot the 
country Monday morning. It reached 
from Baxter to Kellogg, and took in all 
the north and east portions of the 
county, and southern Marshall county, 
but this Immediate vicinity, extending 
two miles or more Into Malaka and 
Mariposa townships had no rain at all. 

About nooir Monday Elmer Loupee, 
a son of John Loupee. attempted to 
cross the river near the Adolph Berg­
man farm north from town. He was in 
a lumber wagon. The water was so 
high that the horses would not wade 
It, and in some way they broke loose. 
The box became separated from the 
running gears and it began to float 
down stream Young Loupee held to it 
altho it was overturned. His team ran 
to the Walter Krampe farm, and Mr. 
Krampe realized that something was 
wrong and rode down and rescued the 
young man. If he had not arrived to 
assist Mr. Loupee, the boy would un­
doubtedly have lo^t his life. 

Another accident that might have 
proved disastrous occurred at the 
crossing near the Kelly homestead, 
northeast of town, where the Weder-
meier family is now residing. Miss 
Daley Branter and her little brother, 
children of Jake Brantner. who lives 
on the Korff farm, were driving home 
that way, and realizing that the water 
was high, they waited until two men 
came along on horse back to cross be­
fore them.

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AFTER CHEAP ROAD LABOR. 

Polk County Supervisor Tells Aliens 
to Work Out Poll Tax. 

Des Moines. Sept. 22.—Sixty foreign 
laborers engaged in railroad construc­
tion work in southern Polk county each 
will put in two days' work on the Polk 
county roads in lieu of cash payment 
of poll tax, as the result of the work 
of a foxy road supervisor. 

The supervisor discovered the labor­
ers inside of his district living In bunk 
cars. He therefore notified them to 
appear for work on the roads before 
Oct. 1, threatening the penalties of the 
law If they fail. 

^ The laborers object to giving Polk 
county two days of their time. They 
appealed to the county and state of­
ficials for an opinion whether the 
road supervisor was within his rights 
in calling on the gang for road work. 
They declared they are not citizens of 
Polk county and therefore are not 
subject to poll tax here. 

The officials thought they should be 
forced to pay it. 

The contractor who employs the 
men has consulted an attorney with 
view to finding some way around the 
law, he told the officials.
