Joseph HUUtrom. convicted of the 
murder of John C. Morrison, » grocer, 
and hla son Arling, was executed by 
Bhoottac at 7:42 o!clock this morning. 
Under the Utah law he was allowed to 
choose between shoo tins or hanging. 

President Wilson twice Interceded 
for HUlstrom. Tho president's second 
request, made yesterday, was denied 
by Governor Spry- „ 

At « o'clock this morning. Governor 
Spry and members of tho board of par­
dons received telegrams from Seattle, 
Wash., saying William Busky. of that 
city, hi"1 sworn to affidavits saying he 
was' with HUlstrom all of the night on 
which tho Morrison murders were 
committed. A similar message, it was 
stated, had been sent to President 
Wilson. Attorneys for Hlllstrom Im­
mediately asked the governor to grajit 
a ten-day respite. Members of the 
pardon board said today they were 
inclined to think that tho alleged af­
fidavits were merely a now ruse to de­
lay tho execution. Tho board held a 
hurried conference and decided not to 
interfere *ith the execntton. It was 
reported at that time that Hlllstrom 
was weak and showing signs or breakJ 

ing under the strain. Hff 
Walks' QwiMly to Doath. 

When the ofBoers cams to get Hlll-
°stronk' ho brok* down and- started to 
atruffgle wlth them.

When the officer started to give the 
command to fire, Hillstrom yelled; 
"'Fire." 

•The squad fired and a bullet pierced 
his heart. He was dead In one minute 
and ten seconds. 
"Fire; -Lot Her Go," His Last Words. 
'Hlllstrom's case attracted wide at­

tention, having been once reopened by 
the ,pardon board, at tho request of 
President ^Uion, on behalf of the 
Swedish minister. 

A second request for consideration 
made &y the president was declined 
yesterday by Governor William Spry, 
supporter by the pardon board, on tho 
ground that.It would be,an unwar­
rantedinterference with Justice. 

"Fire: let her go," were Hlllstrom's 
last words, uttered an instant before 
the rifles of the firing squad ended his 
life at 7:41 o'clock this morning. Altho 
he was self possessed and asserted his 
lnnonence, Hillstrom had a sensational 
nervous collapse Just previously, when 
he tied the door of his cell at the state 
prison with strips torn from his blan­
kets and fought the guards fiercely 
with tho handle of a broom he had 
snatched from an attendant in the cor­
ridor. 

Outburst Unexpected. 
Hlllstrom's outburst was unexpected. 

He retired calmly last night and re­
mained apparently in sleep until «arly 
this morning. He arose about 4 o'clock 
and began to shake the cell door, 
shrieking as If in a nightmare. The 
noise reached the outside guards, who 
turned in a general alarm, bringing all 
thip prison officials to the scene. The 
pnson physician endeavored with 
aUUKht success to quiet him. It was de­
cided not to interfere with him until 
necessary and ho was not disturbed 
until time for the execution. 

When the guards arrived Hillstrom 
fovcht them savagely with the broom 
handle, which ho had broken in two, 
loavlng a sharp point on one piece. The 
officers tried vplnly to get him out of 
(he cell without' disturbance. During 
the struggle Deputy Warden A. <7. Ure 
received * slight wound ln the arm 
ffom Hlllstrom's weapon, n > vV. 

Quieted by Sheriff. 
. Hfflstrom fought silently until Sher­

iff J. S. Corless, for. whom he had pre­
viously manifested,high regard, ar­
rived and appealed to him. 

"Joe, this Is all nonsense" said Cor­
liss. "What do you mean? Tou prom­
ised to die like a man." 
'Hillstrom hesitated a moment and 

then yielded. 
•Well. Tm thru," he said, "'but you 

can't blame a man for fighting for his 
life." 

The blanket strips he had tied to the 
door were then cut, he was blind­
folded and was led to the place of ex­
ecution. He talked Incessantly in the 
few momenta that elapsed before- the 
Ume of hls arrival and the tiring of 
the death volley. He asked If any of 
his friends were In the Bring squad, 
arid kept saying he was innocent and 
would die like a man.

His breakfast, which was placed be­
fore him about 6:46 o'clock, remained 
un-tasted and In fact, unnoticed, as he 
was then in the midst of his nervous 
outburst. 

I. W. W. Claims Body. 
Hlllstrom's body was claimed by Ed 

Rowan, secretary of the local Indus­
trial Workers of the World organiza­
tion. who Intimated that it would be 
sent to Wyoming tor buriai, an re­
quested by Hillstrom In a telegram to 
W. D. Haywood yesterday. 

Telegrams from O. N. Hilton, of Den­
ver, one of Hlllstrom's attorneys, as­
serting that William Busky, of Seattle, 
had made an affidavit that he was with 
Hillstrom the night that J. G. Morri­
son was murdered, and that Hillstrom 
was Innocent, were received by Gov­
ernor Spry and other officers of the 
state and county early this morning. 
The sheriff was requested to postpone 
the execution until this statement had 
been Investigated. 

Doesn't Know Busky. 
Warden Arthur Pratt, of the prison, 

then asked Hillstrom if he knew 
Busky. He answered he did not. The 
sheriff was then directed to proceed 
with the execution. 

None of Hlllstrom's I. W. W. friends 
were present The law provides that 
not more than five friends of a con- : 
demned man may be present If their 
presence be requested by him. Hill­
strom declared last night that he did 
not wish any of his friends to witness 
the execution. | 

Story of the Murder. . ! 
Hillstrom was convicted of the mur- ' 

der of John G. Morrison, grocer, and 
his son, Arling, 17 years old, at Mor- : 
rlson's store about 9 o'clock the even- ; 
ing of Jan. 10, 1914. j 

The shooting was witnessed by Mer- .-
lln Morrison, another son, 14 years old. 
According to the boy's story; two 
masked men entered the store with 
drawn pistols and said, "We've got you 
now!" and opened fire on Morrison,! 
who fell mortally wounded. Arling j 
Morrison ran to an ice box in the store, I 
seized a 38-callber revolver and flred., 
Before the boy could shoot again he 
fell, pierced by three bullets. The men 
then ran from the store, one of them 
exclaiming he was shot, and was ob­
served to run southward from tho 
store. 

Hillstrom, also known as Joe HU1, 
was arrested three days after the 
shooting on information given by a 
doctor near Murray, Utah. Hillstrom 
staggered into the looter's home two 
hours after the shooting, with a large 
bullet wound thru his left lung. He 
told the doctor he had been shot in a 
quarrel over a woman and requested 
that nothing'be said regarding hla 
visit or wound. ' The doctor treated 
the wound. Newa of the murders re­
called the case to the doctor and he in­
formed the offlcsrfe."The doctor found 
aiv automatic pistol of the same cam­
ber as nlsells ^ound. in th^grocery after 
the shooting; ltx Hlllstrom's pocket. 
Blood was found at ssveral places be-
twseiix.tbe'ftore. ahd the home of the 
dootorj and members of the family 
where Hillstrom lived said a compan­
ion visited him late the night ol the 
murders, talked privately with him and 
left. 

Nsvsr Revealed Whereabouts. 
Hillstrom has always maintained hla 

innocence, but has never told where 
he was the night-of the murders or 
who shot him. He created a scene at 
his trial by dramatically discharging 
his attorneys in open court, later giv­
ing as his reason their failure to "tear 
young Morrison to pieces on cross-ex­
amination." He refused to go on the 
witness stand himself or to offer any 
evidence as to where he was or what 
he did the night of the murders. 

Hillstrom, who says he has been a 
machinist, cialpis to be a Swedish sub­
ject. He was a member of the In­
dustrial Workers of the World, the 
members of which have been active 
in demanding his pardon or retrial. 
The governor's office has received 
thousands of communications on the 
subjects. Many of these contained 
threats of death to the governor and 
members of his family, who were 
placed under guard. fr:

Denver, Colo., Nov. 19.—O. N. Hilton 

stated the first Intimation ke had of 
the alleged affidavit by William Busky, 
at Seattle, that he had been with 
Joseph Hillstrom the night of the 
murder, was contained in a telegram 
received at 3 o'clock this morning. The 
message, he -said, was signed by 
Thomas Whitehead, and carried his 
seal as notary public. 

"I know nothing of BuBky," said 
Hilton, "but I immediately wired Gov­
ernor Spry aslUng a reprieve of ten 
days to investigate the affidavit. At 
4 o'clock I was assured my telegram 
had been delivered to the Utah offi­
cials." < 

Hilton said he had asked for a copy 
of the affidavit.

not unfavorable to the entente powers. 

The British. war council has re­
turned from Paris without giving any 
Intimation as to the outcome of its 
deliberations with the French com­
mittee but the public Is convinced that 
closer unity will mark the operations 
hereafter. 

A German attack south of Riga has 
been repulsed and Austro-German at­
tempts to cross the Stry river have 
been resumed.

Italy Makee Official* Report on Sinking 
of Liner Ancona—Firing Kept Up 
After Vessel Stopped—Shots Pierce 
Small Boats in Which Passengers 
Sought to Escape, 

Naples, Nov. 18.—(Delayed)—The of­
ficial report into the Investigation of 
the sinking of the Ancona, it was an­
nounced, was sent "to Thomas Nelson 
Page, the United States ambassador at 
Home, tonight. "The investigation 
reached the conclusion that the sub­
marine fired a shell at the wireless ap­
paratus on the Ancona without any 
warning. The captain brought the 
vessel immediately: to a halt. 

The submarine having hoisted the 
Austrian flag, the Ancona was about 
to hoist the Italian ensign, but the flag 
was only half way up the mast when 
the submarine launched a torpedo. 

The captain of the Ancona, the offi­
cial account says, ordered the lifeboats 
lowered, but while this was being done 
the submarine continued firing against 
the steamer's boats. Some of the 
boats were pierced with shots, obliging 
survivors to use their clothing to stop 
up the holes. 

In the meantime, It is alleged, those 
on board the submarine jeered their 
victims. , 

CHINA INVITED 
TO JOIN ALLIES 

Britain, France and Russia 
Urge Alliance But Do 
• Not Ask Armed Aid. 

PRESERVE PEACE 
IN FAR EAST 

Object Is to Insure Future Mutual 

Agreements Especially With Japan 

—Conference of Allied War Council 

in Paris Believed to Have Resulted 
in Better Understanding and Plans 

For Energetic Conduct of War. 

Auatrian Aviators Drop Bomhe 
Return in Safety. 

Vienna, via London, Nov. 19.—Venice 
has again been bombarded by Austrian 
aeroplanes. Official reports state that 
the aerial squadron attacked military 
establishments of that city yesterday | 
afternoon. The announcement follows: 

"Navy headquarters announced that 
on the afternoon of Nov. 18, one of 
our sea pUyneA-squadrons successfully 
dropped bonfts on the forts at San 
Nicola and Alberonl and the arsenal, 
aviation station, gas works, railway 
station and several barracks at Venice. 

"Notwithstanding the heavy fire of 
anti-air craft suns and the attacks of 
three hostile aeroplanes, our squad­
ron returned with complete safety." 

Paris, Nov. 19.—There has been 
spirited fighting in Alsace, accom­
panied by the throwing of hand 
grenades. 

Eight German aviators flying over 
Luneville were pursued by French 
airmen. Five of them were driven 
away, but the others succeeded - in 
throwing down several bombs. Three 
persons were wounded. i

High Gales Intefrupt Communication 
and Endanger Shipping. 

New York, Nov. 19.—High gales ac­
companied by' rains swept over New 
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, and 
the New England states today, seri­
ously interfering with telegraphic 
communication la many places and en-
dangerjng-, shlpp&g along ttwmaant.

ARMY AVIATORS • 
ON LONG PLIGHT 

Indian Troops of British Expedition 
Refuse to Move on Bagdad. 

Berlin, via Sayvllle. Nov. 19.—The 
British advance west of Bagdad has 
been checked by a mutiny of Indian 
troops, who refused to march further j 
against Bagdad because of the pres' i 
ence In that city of objects sacred to 
their religion, according to a Frank­
furter Zeitung dispatch from Constan­
tinople, the Overseas News Agency 
says. 

The British executed every tenth In­
dian eoldler of several battalions. The 
dispatch added: 

"The Indians refused to march 
against Sulman Pak and Bagdad, 
where several holy Images are buried." 

INVESTIGATE NEW CHARGES. 

Alleged Activities of Von Nuber and 
Associate* May Result in Indiotmenta. 

Washington, Nov. 19.—The depart­
ment of justice today Is making fur­
ther inquiry into the activities of Aus­
trian Consul General Von Nuber and 
his associates. The department said 
information had been obtained which 
probably would lead to further Indict-
ments for passport frauds. 

A conference was held In New York 
on Wednesday between Bruce BlelaskL 
chief of the bureau of Investigation of 
the department of Justice, and Dr. 
Gorlcar. 

First Aero Squadron of U. S. Army 
Leaves Fort Sill For Journey to New j 
Headquarters at San Antonio—Trip 
to Be Completed in Six Days. 

Fort Sill., Okla., Nov. 19.—The First 
Squadron, U. S. A., composed of six 
aeroplanes, sailed from the' aviation! 
field here this morning on the flight tol 
the new headquarters at San Antonio. { 

-Fifteen minutes after the first ma- j 
chine carrying Capt. B. D. Foulous, 
commanding, was in the air, the entire 
squadron was on its way southward. 

The flight is the first of its kind at­
tempted by army aviators and is being 
made under conditions as nearly like 
those encountered in war times as is 
possible. The airmen will fly close to­
gether and it is planned to complete 
the Journey In six days. 

The flight wll lend on Wednesday on 
the government reservation grounds at j 
Fort Sam Houston unless accidents or; 
bad weather interferes. 

The over night stops are: Friday, 
Wichita Falls; Saturday, Bowie; Sun­
days-Fort Worth; Monday, Waco; Tues­
day, Austin; Wednesday, Fort Sam 
Houston, the end of the Journey. 

The squadron is composed of fifteen 
aviators and ninety men. Those who I 
did not fly today accompanied the 
motor equipment by land with equip­
ment for making repairs. 

Washington, Nov. 19.—Great Britain, 
France and Russia have united in an 
effort to add China to the entente alli­
ance in order to prevent possible fric­
tion in the future between Japan and 
China and preserve the peace of the 
far east. If China agrees to the plan 
the military participation in the pres­
ent war is not expected. 

Negotiations thus far are in a con­
versational stage at Peking, with no In­
dication as to China's attitude. Altho 
the United Statws is being kept in­
formed, its diplomatic representatives 
at Peking and Kuropean capitals are 
refraining' from participation. 

Japan Not Consulted. 
This sensational turn in far-eastern 

affairs on the eve of the proposed 
change l>y China from a republic to a 
monarchy has been the subject of con­
fidential exchange between the allied 
powers during the last week. 

Japan, so fur as Is known, has not 
yel been consulted. If Japan knows of 
th:- plans unofficially there is nothing 
to inrtji'.'ite what her position will be. 

Altho Great Britain, France and 
Hussia Joined Japan in representations 
to China to postpone a change of gov­
ernment, as It was thought It might 
provoke revolution, this latest step by 
the allies is understood here not to 
have initiated because of the mon-
ari'hia! situation alone. It was con­
sidered essential by the allies that such 
arrangements ba made in the far east 
as would permanently safeguard their 
interests. 

The impending change of the Chinese 
fortr government has rendered the 
situation somewhat acute. The so-
rlousr^'s:^ ofl Wie situation has been im­
pressed on... the Japanese peoplo to a 
great extent. 

Would Not Affect War. 
By joining the entente allies the ac­

tion by China could not a.ffect th" war 
In Europe, hut the move would punr-
hnte" Japan's interference with China. 
Japan's attitude Is not clear afi yet. 
but two possibilities are considered 
here as plausible, first, that Japan will 
Join in the movement: on the theory 
that, her .paramount interest In China 
will not, suffer any abridgement thru 
the future action of the allies; or sec­
ond, that Japan will remain aloof 
from any agreement viewing either 
the future entrance of China as ally 
as not altering Japan's right to Inde­
pendent action in the far east wher­
ever her interest is affected. 

China Favorably Inclined. 
The origin of the new move is not 

.vet known here, but there are indica­
tions that some Chinese diplomats are 
inclined favorably toward it. as it 
would insure the integrity of China. 

None of the communications that 
have passed on the situation Indicate 
that the allies have any hope that 
President Yuan Shi Kai will abandon 
his plan to establish a monarchy. In 
fact the indications are that efforts tc 
add China to the allies resulted large­
ly In the supposition that the ehang«J 
In government was inevitable, and that 
It was the duty of the allied powers, In 
order to prevent possible complications 
between Japan and China, to act at 
once. . .

Operating Receipta of Colorado A 
Southern Shews Nice Gain. 

New York, Nov. 19.—The net operat­
ing receipts of the lines of the Colo­
rado & Southern Railway Company 
for the fiscal year, ended June 30, 191&, 
shows an increase of 9602,932, or 
17.43 per cent compared with the pre­
ceding year, according to the annual 
report of the company made public to­
day. 

Total operating revenues amounted 
to $14,090,615, an increase of 6.S6 per 
cent. The road spent $1,110,895 in ad­
ditions and betterments. 

While the total tonnage handled and 
the total freight revenue received show 
a substantial increase over 1914, the 
tonnage and revenues from proceeds of 
mines "have not returned to normal," 
the report stated.

Allies Reach Understanding. 
Paris, Nov. 29.—The next meeting of 

the allied war council will be held In 
London. It Is likely the Russian and 
Italian governments will designate rep­
resentatives to attend this council. 

One session of the council this week 
was held at the foreign office, and an­
other, presided over by President Poln-
care at the Elysee palace. In addition 
the several members of the French and 
British committees had) long consulta­
tions apart. Premier Asqultli, who Is 
acting temporarily as war secretary, 
conferred wtlh the French war min­
ister, General Gallleni; A. J. Balfour, 
first lord of the British admiralty, with 
Admiral Lacaze, French minister of 
marine; Premier Brland, who Is ir 
charge of the French foreign portfolio, 
with Sir Edward Grey, British foreign 
secretary, and Albert Thomas, French 
under-secretary of war for munitions, 
with David Lloyd George, British muni­
tions secretary.

DRAMATIC END TO 
NOVELISTS TRIAL

Anneealy Kenealy Drains Vial of Poison 

When Court Renders Decision Ad­
verse to Her—Attending Physicians 
Hold Out Hope for Recovery. ; ;> 

London, Nov. 19.—"My Lord. I told 
you that you were trying a woman for 
her life; I have taken enough poison to 
kill fivo people," was tho dramatic ex­
clamation made by tho well known 
novelist. Miss Annessly Kenealy, as she 
threw upon the floor a bottle, the con­
tents of which she had Just swallowed, 
on hearing the court pronounce Judg­
ment against her. 

Miss Kenealy collapsed and was re­
moved to a hospital whore the doctors 
believe she has a chance to roeover. 

Miss Kenoaly's eult, which has been 
before the court for some days, was a 
claim for damages against a wholesale 
book firm, for alleged false and mali­
cious statements defamatory to her 
book. Tho defendants refusod to cir­
culate the book, as they alleged It con­
tained a libel on a fashionable West 
End dressmaker, whose premises were 
described as a gambling den. The au­
thor averred that tho action of the de­
fendants deprived her of a livelihood as 
publishers now refuse to take her books. 
Miss Kenealy and her sister, Arabella, 
are daughters of the lato Edward V. H. 
Kenealy, who in 1873 wns tho leading 
counsel for the claimant in tho notor­
ious Tlehborne trial. 

Miss Kenealy recovered conscious­
ness this afternoon and was said to l>o 
out of danger. 

Paris, Nov. 19.—Ths Paris Dreaamak-
ers' Syndicate has blacklisted two 
American customers of German origin, 
one a man named Kuramann, reputed 
to have been commissioned to buy 
gowns for Mrs. Norman Gait, who la 
to become the bride of President Wil­
son according to Oustav Tory's news* 
paper, L'Oeuvre. 

Tho newspaper avers Kurzmann has 
threatened to raise a diplomatio quea-
tlon because of the modlates* refusal to 
accept orders from him. 

L'Oeuvre declares, however, that each 
house from which he sought gowns has 
offered to supply them with Its compli­
ments to Mrs. Gait without having them 
pass thru the hands of an Intermediary. 

CA Paris dispatch early this month 
says Charles Kurzmann, of New York, 
was there to select gowns for the wed­
ding of President Wilson and Airs. Gait, 
lie was quoted as saying that "while it 
would be Indiscreet to talk about 
clothes ordered by the Wilson family," 
he felt that "Washington could look 
forward to a brilliant social seaaon 
after the wedding."] 

Case of Too Much German. 
Paul' Polret, president of the dress­

makers' syndicate, is absent front 
Paris. His confidential secretary, how­
ever, confirmed the statement that 
Kurzmann has threatened to raise a 
diplomatio question over the declina­
tion of the modistes to Qll his orders ; 
for gowns which htf maintains are In­
tended for iMrs. Gait 

"You may declare that no members 
of our syndicate will deliver gowns to 
Kuramann or thru him or thru any oth­
er German house," said the secretary. 
"At the same time cach member of the 
syndicate would be proud to be com­
missioned to make a gown for the pres­
ident's fiancee, and would be happy to 
present It with its compliments." 

Rue do La Poix and other leading 
houses refuse to state whether or not 
they have had orders for gowns, ,, 

Syndicate la Supreme. 
Some of them say, however, tha£~ 

they have had orders from Kuramann 
which they are unable to fill in con­
sequence of the decision of the syndi­
cate. AH express regret that such an 
Incident has come up, and state they 
hope it will cause no annoyance to 
President AVilson. They declare that 
they can not overturn the decision of 
their representative body.

New Head of Cornell College Inaugu­
rated — Educators Participate. 

Mount Vernon, Nov. 1!).—This morn­
ing In the college auditorium Charles 
Wesley Flint was inaugurated as pres­
ident of Cornell College, The academic 
procession started from College hall at 
9:45, being composed of the speakers, 
the officials, the state representatives, 
tho board of trustees of Cornell Col­
lege, the representatives from other in­
stitutions, the faculty, the alumni, tho 
visiting clergy and the senior class.
