ENORMOUS CORN LOSS.

Interesting Figures Compiled on Ham-
ilton County Crop.

Two Webster City business men who
are Interested In the corn crop of Ham-
flton county, got together the other
day and attempted to figure out the
monetary loss to Hamilton county re-
sulting from poor crop this year. They
have probably come close to the truth
with their figures, altho someone may
think he has it figured more nearly cor-
rect.

Thelr figuring runs something like
this:

Allowing 90,000 acres of corn to Ham-
iiton county and fifty bushels to the
acre in seasons when there are good
crops, the yield would be 4,500,000
bushels. This year twenty bushels to
the acre was taken as the basis of an
average and twenty bushels to the acre
for 90,000 acres gives 1,800,000 bushels.
This many bushels at a fair price of
50 cents per bushel, would amount to
$900,000. If in good crop season there
were 4,500,000 bushels of corn sold at
50 cents per buyshel, the value of this
would be $2,260,000, The total loss to
Hamilton county would then be the
difference between $2,260,000 and $900,-
000 or $1,360,000.

Now there are 2,000 farms in Hamil-
ton county and an average loss to each
farm for the poor corn crop would be
$675. Of course the large farms suf-
fered a greater loss, and the small
farms suffered In proportion, but the
loss per farm In this county approxi-
mates the above amount.

In spite of this loss there are fewer
unemployed men in the county than
for many years. Times are really pros-
perous, business in all lines is fairly.

8IOUX CITY HOG RECEIPTS.

Chiet
of these was the receipt of 5,883 cars
of live stock. This number never has
been reached in any month in the his-
tory of the yards.

Hog receipts fixed a new high water
mark. The number received at the
yards totalled 269,500.

The weekly report twice
was broken during the month, Despite
heavy hog receipts the market re-
malined satisfactory to the shippers, and
there was no congestion.

Mr. Kelly
owned 240 acres in Hancock county, di-
vided in two adjolning farms, both im-
proved. One was an 80  acre tract
which was purchased by Cheney Nelson
for a consideration of $140 an acre;

TOWA FARM NEWS AND NOTES

Statistice For Year
Show Ames Students
Go Back to Farms

Agricultural students at Jowa State
college are not trained away from ag-
riculture, but overwheimingly they go
into agriculture when they graduate
or into closely allied work. The fact is
made clear in statistics just gathered
by Dean C., F. Curtlss from the mem-

bers of the 1916 graduating class. Of
the 150 mien who got agricultural de-
srees last June, only about a dozen are

*|not at work In the agricultural fleld,

the remaining 138 are on farms or In
work closely related to agriculture.

In detail the record shows that the
150 graduates of 1916 are engaged as
follows: Farming, 68; teaching agri-
culture in high schools and college, 50;
agricultural extension work, 6; agri-
cultural experiment station work, 5;
agricultural journalism, 4; post-gradu-
ate students in agriculture, 4; sales-
men, 4; creamery managers, 8; for-
estry service, .3; draftsmen, 2; manu-
facturing, 2; county agricultural agent,
1; landscape work, 1; silo bullding, 1;
greenhouse work, 1; machinist, 1; con-
tractor, 1; transportation, 1; Insur-
ance, 1.

Even among the dozen men not in
lines of work closely allied to agricul-
ture the majority are using their agri-
cultural training; for instance, the ad-
vertising man is dealing largely with
agricultural interests, and some of the
salesmen are dealing with farmers, The
number of teachers is very large be-
cause of the insistent demand for agri-
cultural teachers will not be denied.
Very attractive salaries are paid be-
cause the need for these specially
trained men to Introduce these subjects
in the school is great. Most of the ag-
ricultural teachers are planning In a
year or two to take up farming directly.

Good Profit in Dairy Cows.

A Norweglan banker in northern
Iowa who owns farms has figured it
out that there is a profit of $70 per
annum per cow in a good dairy cow
over and above the cost of her feed.
Interest and depreciation on the cow
is only $10, leaving $60 per annum net
for the labor of doing the chores. This,
he says, costs him nothing as the same
number of men do the farm work any-
way. In other words cach cow milked
nets 6 per cent on $1,000 additional
value in the farm. Ten cows make the
farm earn on $10,000 and thirty cows
will pay 6 per cent on the price of a
farm. Cows can double the returns
from the entire farm.

Washington, Iowa, Feb. 11.—G. C.
Ebner, of the Haskins neighborhood,
had one of the best sales of the season.
He sald he received $500 more than he
oxpected from the sale. Mr. Ebner
was only selling surplus stock and
when the clerk totalled up the sale it
amounted to $3;000.00. The crowd was
not large ns at some sales, but they
were there to buy and the bidding was
good.

Break Hog Killing Record.

Mason City, Feb. 11.—Records for
Killing of hogs here have been broken
twice in the past week at the Jacob E.
Decker & Sons' packing house. One
day 2,403 hogs were killed, and another
day the record was smashed again
when 2,626 hogs were killed and
dressed. When all the recently com-
pleted portions of the plant are thoroly
connected up, the normal capacity will
be 2,600 per day.

Butter and Eggs Bring $460.

Leon, Feb. 11.—Mrs. W, W. Stiles, of
near Crown, earned a little pin money
on their farm during the year 1915 by
selling butter and eggs and she kept
a strict acoount of what she sold and
how much she recelved for it. During
the year she sold 1,246 pounds of but-
