Bank deposits are at the highest
point ever known, money is in better
demand, rates are somewhat firmer,
and bank clearings, tho smaller than
last week, excell those of one and two
vears ago. Returns of cash in hands
of leading corporations are enormous.
Winter wheat crop reports are ir-
regular, drough in parts of the southw
west having been partly broken, but
winter-killing or dry soil are said to
have damaged the crop over much of
the growing region. However, it s
too early to draw a definite line on
conditions.

More seasonable weather served to
stimulate distribution of dry goods at
retail and reports from jobbing houses
continue very optimistis, both as re-
gards immediate and future business.
Further price advances have not yet
restricted buying appreciably, but con~
servative interests are urging caution
in the extension of forward commit~=
ments at current levels. Manufactur-
ers make every effort to meet the
urgent requirements of customers, yet
mill operations are hampered by diffi-
culties in securing raw materials, by
strikes and by a scarcity of skilled
labor. Moreover, the transportation
congestion has materially retarded the
movement of spring merchandise.
Practically all footwear factories are
pushed to the limit, producers being
under pressure to fill prompt delivery
orders for the Easter trade.

An equally foolish argument against
suffrage is that if women vote they
must serve on juries, Some of the suf-
frage states exclude women from jury
duty; most of them give them the pri-
vilege of jury service but do not make
it obligatory. Several classes of men
are exempt from jury service in Iowa.
The privilege of exemption could be
given to women, if they desired it. But
we belleve that women are competent
to serve on juries and in fact in some
kinds of cases they would be prefer-
able to men.

We doubt if anybody was fully
satisfled with the denial given by the

Gore quoted the president as saying
that a break with Germany might not
be a bad thing at this time.

It was sald that the president's
words could not ‘be given any such
construction, etc., etc., but the words
were not quoted. Nobody was in posi-
tion to say that the matter had not
been broached, or that a break with
Germany had not been discussed.

It is true Senator Gore had no war-
rant to quote the president, even if
he had sald it. ' Mr. Roosevelt when
president denounced any man who
quoted him as a liar. He believed the
president must be given latitude to
speak with freedom and with ab-
solute security.

But Senator Gore having broken the
rules the question inevitably does arise,
did the president say it, and if he did
say it may what is happening now be
measured somewhat in the light of
what he said

Even the people who would most
welcome a break with Germany must
be puzzled over the occaslon now be-
ing sought. When the Lusitania was
sunk there was no question of inter-
national Jjustification. The Lusitania
was a passenger vessel, it was not
sunk on the theory that it waa armed
to attack submarines. It was known
that Americans were on board. The
sinking of the Lusitania was the oc-
casjon of trouble if we are to make
submarine warfare the occasion of
trouble. p

But now when congress without any
question whatever would have warned
Americans to go  upon belligerent
armed vessels at their own haz-
ard, as Sweden has warned the
Swedes, when the sentiment ‘of the
country is solidly against allowing a
few hazard-loving roamers to get us
into the war by taking long chances,
the president serlously considers a
break in diplomatic relations which
will {nevitably mean war, because the
submarine 18 being used in the only
way that the submarine can be used
effectively in war.

How can anybody make the presi-
dent’s attitude when the Lusitania was
sunk square with his present attitude?
Then he was willlng to overlook al-
most anything rather than become
embroiled. Now he is willing to make
what congress was ready to repudiate
the occasion of going to war.
Something has happened te change
the president. If Senator Gore's story
happens to pop into mind what are
we going to'do about 1t? It is a mat-
ter of history that Seward advised
Lincoln that he could avold domestic
trouble by engaging in a forelgn war,
and it is & matter of common gossip
that the talk of Europe has been that
forelgn war would effectually squelch
agitation for domestic reforms.
