Some people profess not to be able
to understand how the editor of the
Chronicle can oppose the saloon and
not be in favor of the law regulating
The distinction
The saloon is an
agency of evil whose work is to en-
tice men to ruin. Whatever may be
ia man's opinion of his own ability te
drink without harm, he must admit
that the habit ruins hosts of others,
and that the saloon is the place where
most men have learned to drink. The
evil of the liquor traffic extends to the
helpless family of the drunkard and
casts a blight upon little. children,
which handicaps them in their strug-
gle for life and happiness.
