Seoond Lieutenant Anselm Marchal, 
of the French army, who recently 
flew over Berlin, throwing out proc­
lamations as he passed, is thirty-
three years old. The accompanying 
picture has Just been received from 
Paris. After dropping the proclama­
tions on Berlin Marchal continued his 
flight to Russian Poland. Engine 
trouble forced him to land within the 
German lines. He had nearlv com­
pleted the repairs to his machine 
when Qerman soldiers appeared on 
the scene and made him a prisoner. 

He remains In the hands of the Ger­
mans. The proclamations dropped 
by Marchal on the German capital 
are desoribed by the French author­
ities as containing an "Impartial 
statement of the causes of the war, 
ailu the principal reasons why the 
entente allies are bound to win." 
Marchal received his air pilot's license 
In 1910. He was employed by'German 
Arms before the war and had made 
frequent aerial trips betwe-sr: Berlin 
and Cologne, so he was well acquaint­
ed with the country over which he
