TELLS HOW TO H*AT A HOUSE. 

Hot Air 8ystem Rsst/Fpr Average Siz­
ed Bulletins. 

The warm air furnace should be 
made large enough that it will never 
be taxed to its limit to heat a house, 
according to Prof. B. J. Lambert, heed 
of the structural engineering depart­
ment at the State University of Iowa. 
A small furnace must be inflated on a 
cold day to such a degree that the air 
which it sends to the rooms is made 
unheaithfui by being scorched. 

For the average sized house the 
warm air system of heating is most de­
sirable on account of its cheapness and 
its satisfactory service. Professor Lam­
bert declares. Where the hot air sys­
tem is properly installed the problem of 
ventilation is solved by the hot and 
cold air registers. Cold air registers 
are fully as important as the warm, for 
unless there is "adequate provision for 
the escape of the cold air. not enough 
warm air can enter, jCoid air pipes 
should be practically as large as the 
warm air pipes. 

Separate Pipes Best. 
It is better td have an individual 

warm air pipe leading to each room of 
the house, else'the unequal resistance 
in the branches to the rooms is likely 
to cause all the heat to go to one room. 
This difficulty can bfe met by properly 
adjusting the register chepk, but it Is 
simpler and better to have one pipe to 
each room. The furnace should be 
placed somewhat to the north and west 
of the center of the house, that is, to­
ward the prevailing cold winds. For 
the warm air system the cellar should 
be deeper than for steam or hot water 
systems to give the pipes leading to the 
different rooms a good slant. The cir­
culation of the air thru the pipes is due 
to the fact that hot air is lighter than 
cold and rises as the cold air descends. 
It is difficult to force the warm air 
thru a horizontal pipe. 

Favors Vapor System. 
The most efficient heating is obtain­

ed if the pipes have no turns in them 
to ofTer resistance to warm air. When 
turns are necessary they should he as 
gradual as possible. The connection of 
the smoke pipe with the chimney 
should be large and direct, and of 
heavy material so .that it will not rust 

out. It is well to protect the adjacent 
woodwork from the heat of the smoke 
pipe to eliminate all chances of Ores. 

Of the systems of water' heat, P|o-
fess or Lambert favors tho low pressure 
steam system, generally called the va­
por system. He says it is superior to 
the ordinary high pressure steam sys­
tem or the hot water system because 
there is never the noise from air vents 
and rattling in pipes that accompanies 
high pressure steam, and there is sniall 
chance for water to escape-and spoil 
the woodwork, floors, and carpets.
