To Keep String on Country Under 
Troaty Negotiated. 

London, Aug. 24.—While no of­
ficial pronouncement is forthcoming 
regarding any treaty of alliance 
which would recognize Great Brit­
ain's privileged position in Egypt, it 
is generally assumed by the Eng­
lish press that an agreement along 
this -line hns been readied between 
the Milner mission and Egyptians. 

Negotiations incident to the rec-
i ognition of the independence of 
' Egypt by Great B.itain will take 
place between this country and the 
world powers us soon as a final 
agreement is Signed by the Egyptian 
and British governments, says the 
London Times. The final convention 
will be submitted for confirmation 
to the British parliament and the 
Egyptian assembly. ' 

A violent anti-English agitation 
and a demand for freedom began 
among Egyptian extremists with 
the inauguration of a British pro­
tectorate during the war, and in re­
cent months this campaign has cul-
mtKST6d" in serious demonstrations 
and assassinations. During the war 
military rule In Egypt tended to 
keep down the demonstrations, but 
once peace was proclaimed the 
Egyptian nationalists came out in 
full force. 

The failure of the nationalists In 
Paris was followed by the adoption 
of desperate methods in Egypt. Brit­
ish officers and soldiers were as­
sassinated and attempts were made 
on the lives of prominent members 
of the Egyptian government under 
the protectorate. 

Even now the trial is under way 
at Cairo of the so-called "vengeance 
gang," who, it is alleged, plotted to 
assassinate British and pro-British 
Egyptians. 

Conditions in Egypt finally be­
came so bad. that the British gov­
ernment some months ago sent a 
commission under Viscount Mllner 
to investigate.

SUGAR DROPS 5 CENTS. 

Wholesale Price in Chicago Tumbles 
—May Fall Lower. 

Chicago, Aug. 24^— Russell J. Poole, 
secretary of the city council high 
cost of living - committee, claimed 
credit yesterday for an over Sunday 
drop of approximately 5 cents a 
pound in wholesale sugar prices. 

Mr. Poole's prophecy that sugar 
will be retailing for 10 or 11 cents

pers.

.these two firms have dropped their 
prico to $17.10 a hundred. At the 
same time the Macahen Compa'ny, a 
big Philadelphia sugar company, 
dropped its quotation to $17.

How to meet these ever-changing conditions has taxed the ingenu­
ity of business men everywhere, and they have had to be met inside 
the (T.-R. office as elsewhere.

by mall has finally been forced no higher than 50 perv cent above its 
pre-war price, in the face of the cost of white paper at nearly 400 per 
cent, and of labor at 200 per cent of its pre-war figures, 1b due solely 
to Increased volume of advertising at net average rates slightly less 
than double what they were before the war.
