Years ago over llf Illinoils rents
sprung high. Then came the ebb.
Young Cantrell had the finest farm
in the section. His renter paid high
rates under a cash lease., The pinch
came as the pinch comes, suddenly.
The renter stood to go broke., Young
drove out to see him. They todk an
involce of all the crops. “Sell them,”
gald Young, “and give me one-half
of the proceeds.” Then he tore up
the leasa. A number of others fol-
locwed his exdmple. And they kept
theé cream of the renters on their
farms The future justified them.

But there is another side to It.
Jones has his 160 paid for by hard
work and qconorfiy and rents it for
cash rent. He finds that living In
town comes high., If he got $16 an
acre rent it brought him $2,400. Out
of that he must pay taxes on the
farm’ and on the city property, re-
pairs and the llke and incidentals.
He has no other income. What's
Jones going to do? When he cuts the
rent half in half where is he to find
the money to meet obligations al-
ready made and falling due? In that
case both landlord and tenants are
up the same tree,

Yet there should, wherever pos-
sible, be an ajdustment, so far as
humanly possible to make .it., The

farm needs the thrifty and capable
tenant farmer. It will pay the land-
lord who is able to do it to save o
good tenant farmer and keep him on
the farin. The best investment' a
lend owner can make ls in a good
ronter,

WIRELESS ON THE FARM,

The department of agriculture
proposes now to send out weather re-
ports and price bulletins to farmers
by wireless. A station in Washington
wil be established and serve a few
adjacent counties as &n experiment.
If' the scheme works sucpessfully
then it will be extended country wide
by the establishment of seventeen
wireless plans cach intended to serve
a radius of 250 to 500 miles. The seven-
teen plants will be connected with the
central office at Washington and get
information twice daily.

It sounds good but what advantage,
will it have over the present means
of securing weather and market in-
formation? Tha farmer who wishes to
lcarn the weather report or get the
market at his home shipping point
and at the big shiping center even
now calls up at no expense beyond
his annual fee for phone service and
gets that information from his near-
est market point. With a radius of
50(} miles to serve it {s not readily
seen now the wireless proposition is
going to serve him better. Of course
if the farms were equipped with wire
less and an operator they could
m{utoh the information out of the
alr but it will be somé time before
rfarms establish wireless plants.

To the average mind the plan looka
somewhat llke monkeywork; but who
knows? When the telephone appealed
to the farms {t received ' the ecold
shoulder. There were those who did’'nt
believe it would be worth while, oth-
ers who didn't want the blamed thing
ringing in their ears, etc. etc. But it
came and stayed and is as much a
necessity as other labor saving de-
vices for the farm. So too the rural
mail dellvery was jeered at as an im-
possibility, a costly experiment that
would prove a failure. But a farm
without a mail route is one avoided
nowadays by the purchaser. The au-
temobile for the farmer was an in-

payment, rot lowering the interest
rate.
