Brussels, Dec. 22.—Payment by 

A Germany of 100,000 marks in gold re­
mains the basis upon •which experts 
and delegates to the second financial 
congress, in session here, are work­
ing. This amount, altho far below 
the sum authorized by the treaty of 
Versailles, is considered by them col­
lectible only on condition that Ger­
many is helped along the lines sug­
gested by the German delegates. 

Allied experts in secret, individual 
reports, the substance of which has 
come to light, recognize Germany's 
real necessities, and delegates gen­
erally are impressed by arguments 
that Germany {s an Insolvent cred­
itor who must be maintained as a 
going concern. The extent to which 
strict fulfillment of the Versailles 

, treaty may toe waived, however, de­
pends upon the allied governments. 

8ome Cash Demanded. 
Virtually none of the delegates be­

lieves the treaty can be executed 
: literally, and allied experts agree 
< with Germans that reparations must 
be paid chiefly in kind. Some cash, 
however, will be demanded after a 
yjpar or two, if not immediately. 

Today's' meeting was really in 
preparation for the recess which wilt 
be taken until Jan. 10. Allied dele-
Kates planned .to meet apart this 
afternoon tot" the purpose of ex­
changing vi«w* and reaching a «jm< 
ttton ; aeoojrd Vhlcfr ^li fee reflected 
In r0p6rtfs to their governments. 

German delegates are still working 
on the list of questions submitted by 
the allies, which oovers a wide range, 
It is inferred from some of the ques­
tions that the allied experts 'believe 
indirect taxation in Germany is not 

' high enough, the Garmons being 
asked whether their taxes on alcohol, 
beer, tobacco and sugar are as high 
as those on the same . products in 
Prance and Great Britain. Other 
questions concern the German finan­
cial policy relative to taxation of 
wealthy citizens and possibly tlx In­
creases within a year or two. ' 

Seeking Wealth Facts. 
pje German delegates have been 

asked to estimate the amount of 
German wealth at present in neutral 
countries and to state how Germany 
plancf to compensate her citizens for 
property sequestered and liquidated 
; broad. It is suggested that German 
wealth In neutral countries has been 
rccumulated by the practice of the 
German firms shipping goods at cost 

®*n actual loss to associates in 
neutral countries. In considering de­
preciated exchange allied experts 
have asked the Germany if they do 
not profit from the low value of the 
mark to the extent that their labor is 
not paid proportionately to the com­
pensation cf labor In countries where 
exchange values are higher. 

Want U. 8. as German Banker. 
Delegates have been pledged to 

secrecy, but there is a general im­
pression, they will recommend that 
their governments permit Germany 
to keep sc-ome of the 350,000 tons of 
shipping : he wns ordered to surren­
der under the Versailles treaty. The 
United States Is still regarded as the 
only banker who can furnish Ger­
many with the neccssary credit.' 

/Germans des're that property 
owned by their nationals be returned 
to Its owners. Some of the allies, 
however, are In favor of having It 
used <ui a basis of credit, aJtho the 
amount of German property in Am­
erica probably -would be insufficient 
to meet tfte needs of Germany at the 
present time. 

Amerioan Dollar as Basis. 
' The American dollar is mentioned 
frequently as a desirable standard in 
expressing reparation figures, It is 
impossible for Germany to export 
gGjd marks, and the dollar is consid­
ered the most stable unit at present. 

British shipping and liquidation 
experts arrived here last night for 
final conferences with the Germans 
before today's adjournment. Belief 
was expressed here today that when 
the conference assembles next month 
it will be well on the way toward a 
settlement of the reparations ques­
tion. '

"Your visit s a source of much 
happiness to us.

We 
two continents of America, so great 
In the riches of nature, ore bound by 
honds of common ideals. By common 
destiny the two continents are de­
voted to culture and democracy. To 
domplete the work of democratic 
civilization entered upon by North 
and South America even yet more 
intimate relations are recessary be> 
twecu tlie peoples of the two conti­
nents.

Washington, Dec. 22.—George H. 
Cushing, managing director of the 
American Wholesale Coal Associa­
tion, was recalled today by the sen­
ate coal investigating committee 
when open sessions wore resumed, 
and entered a denial that coal men 
had "planned" the series of govern­
ment statements and actions which, 
he said, caused a coal shortage panic 
this year. 

"Some of the coal men sot the high' 
prices." he said, "but I want to ab­
solve them from bringing about 
steps which five government organ­
izations tcoi; that caused the panic.". 

"Did jour association ask the in­
terstate commerce commission fry 
priority orders?" asked j^enator Ken-
yon, republican, of Iowa. 

"No, we nero. fighting that," Mr. 
Cushlng: replied. 

1 J. D. A. Morrow, vice president of 
the Xrtional Coal Association, repre-
SPntlng mine operators, testified thcro 
was no need to fear another short­
age now, ^ 

"It took a world war, a national 
coal strike and a railroad tieup to 
trln--: about last summer's shortage," 
lie said. 

The coal association's Incorrie was 
"something over $400,000 this year," 
the vitness told Senator Kefitfon. and 
It "had secured over $1,000,000 dur­
ing the last three years," by assess­
ments on members. 

Denies Prices Wei*e High., 
Askod if his association attempted 

to "influence legislation," Mr. Mor­
row said "only by furnishing Infor­
mation to members about pending 
bills and arranging for the presenta­
tion of facts to committees." 

In a long discussion about prices, 
Mr. Morrow denied that prices for 
coal had been generally high. Bie-
minded by Senator Kenyon that 
Chairman Benson bad stated that 
bunker coal at Norfolk was costing 
the shipping board $16.50 a ton. tho 
witness sakl one reason for that was 
that the board did not make con­
tracts for its coal like ordinary con­
sumers.

The witness recounted the action 
taken by the interstate commerce 
commission and other government 
agencies during the coal shortage 
last summer and said that, "having 
in mind that the administration was 
Interested in all this and would be 
glad to know of action that was be­
ing taken to= meet the conditions, 
President D. B. Wentz, of the «©al 
association, and I went to Mr. Tu­
multy from time to time to advise 
him upon the situation and the inter­
state commerce orders. We kept Mr. 
Tumulty currently informed," he 
added.. x 

"You were fighting the Idea that a 
fuel administration might be neces­
sary," Senator Kenyon commented. 

"Yes, we thought the fuel admin­
istration couldn't be installed in time 
to met the emergency and that the 
existing agencies could meet the ser­
vice," "was the reply. 

Questioned by Senator Kenyon, Mr. 
Morrow said the coal association was 
taking legal steps to 'enjoin the fed­
eral trade commission from collect­
ing statistics on coal production 
prices and profits; to enjoin the in­
terstate commerce cimmission from 
enforcing "assigned car" orders, and 
to help in the defense of members 
facing prosecution for violations of 
the Lever law. 

Washington, Dec. 22.—A sensa­
tional scandal, involving a ring of 
government officials in 0 rakeoff of 
millions of dollars in coal transac­
tions during the recent fuel shortage, 
was unexpectedly -uncovered yester­
day by the senatte coal investigating 
committee. 

Georve H. Pushing, general man­
ager of the American Wholesale Coal 
Dealers Association, inadvertently 
disclosed in his sworn testimony be­
fore the committee that government 
officials takinp advantage of ad­
vance information on the fuel string­
encies obtained in their confidential 
positions, declared themselves in on 
the coal ilrice boosting and "cleaned 
up" millions. The committee im­
mediately determined to go to the 
bottom of the f h:<r?es. 

Witness O.'inred a Share. 
Air. Pushing t' id the committee of 

one Instance in whioh government of­
ficials clcared ;> profit of $675,000 on 
the sale of -"ir,.'i00 tons of coal. He 
stated that, he was offered a share 
amounting to over $1Clf>,000 to partici­
pate In the deal lint declined. There 
were many other such instances, he 
told the committee. 

•Much- of Mr. Cushinpr's testimony 
was given behind clos» d do<cs and 

wss not made public. He supplied the 
committee with the name of the ring­
leader, said to be a dollar a year 
man. The committee expects to" issue 
a subpoena for this man. Mr. Push­
ing will return to the witness atari, 
probably tomorrow, armed with 
papers that will enable him to fur. 
nish the committee with the nam*'* 
of other government officials wh<> 
drew down huge profits in coal. The 
committee plans to make a thorough 
Investigation and reveal to the coun 
try the names of all ofllelals engaged 
in the coal den Is. 

Prosecution to Be Difficult. 
Members of the committee, after 

hearing Mr. Cushlng's testimony In 
secret eession. explained that the 
coal handled by the ring was not 
sold to the American government and 
they doubted, therefore, whether ai.v 
graft prosecutions could be Instituted. 
The coal was sold. It was stated, 
sometimes to American consumers in 
regions where the shortage wa3 acute 
and sometimes to foreign govern­
ments who were badly in need of 
fuel for their shipping and indus­
tries. % 

The practice of the ring was to ge. 
secret orders from persons and con­
cerns badly In need of coal, enter 
into negotiations with coal dealers, 
with whom they usually offered to 
Share their profits, and then deliver 
the coal at a price about $1.60 a ton 
In excess of the purchase cost. The 
officials w.ere in position* where they 
were able to obtain information and 
give assurances by reason of their 
positions, it was stated. 

Drops Like a Grenade. 
Mr. Cushing's revelations slipped 

1 out accidentally. He was asked to 
: give a list of thpse who took profits 
j in the handling of coal from the mine 
I to the consumer. He stated that 
| profits were taken by the miners, the 
operators, the railroads, wholesale 
dealers, retail dealers, etc., and then, 
to the surprise of the committee add­
ed, "and officials of the United States 
government who got into the coal 
business." 

Instantly the committee was on the 
alert. He was pressed by Senator 
Kenyon. Iowa, to furnish more light 
on this change. He steadily declined 
to do so. ; ' 

"You know that government offi­
cials secured a profit in the handling 
of coal?" Senator Kenyon asked. 

"Yes, I do," Mr. Cushlng replied. 
"But there Is no g*>od digging in the 
graveyard,. My muckraking days ere 
over." 

Rait and Labor Officials, Too. 
Wthen -the committee insisted on 

father information Mr. Cushlng final­
ly agreed to answer question* behind 
closed dodrs.. The committee accord­
ingly went into secret session, where 
Mr. Cushlng proceeded to back up his 
charges with additional testimony. 

He charged that railroad officials 
and laboi' leaders who had to do with 
the handling of coal also managed to 
get a "rake off" frequently. All theae 
levies, he explained, helped to raise 
the price of coal to unprecedented 
heights. 

Another sensational feature of the 
investigation was the production of 
evidence showing how the American 
Wholesale Coal Dealers; Association 
succeeded in thwarting the campaign 
instituted last summer by the depart­
ment of justice against profiteering 
operators. 

Senator Calder, New York, ohair-
man of the Investigating committee, 
brought forth a telegram sent by Mr. 
Cushlng to members of his organiza­
tion advising them not to answer the 
questionnaire sent out by the depart-

. ment of justice for the purpose of ob-
j talning information about operators' 
j prices. The department wanted the 
; wholesale coal dealers to give the 
1 names of the operators from whom 
I they bought their coal and how much 
; they paid. Mr. Cushlng wired to the 
j wholesale dealers on July 80, 1920: 
I "Am advised by competent counsel 
| you need not answer department of 
j justice questionnaire. Important you 
do not disclose name of operator or 
his price, as it will prove detrimental 
to your business. Give your own 
business only If you choose to do so. 
Please disseminate." 

Mr. Cushing admitted sending the 
telegram. 

"I didn't want members of our as­
sociation to become informers on op­
erators who supplied them with the 
coal that kept them in business," he 
explained. 

Didn't Like Threat of Prison. 
When Senator Edge wanted still 

further explanation Mr. Cushing re­
plied that the department; of justice 
had told him "they were going to put 
our members in the federal peniten­
tiary." 

"And you wanted to keep them out 
of the penitentiary?" asked Senator 
Kenyon. 

"I wanted to keep members out of 
the penitentiary so there would be 
enough of them left to pay my sal­
ary," answered Mr. Cuahing. 

The witness added that the coal 
j dealers did not want to run the risk 
of prosecutions because there was too 

' much uncertainty about the meaning 
of the "reasonable price" clause or 

, the Lever act. He also said Attorney 
' General Palmer admitted to him af-
i terward that the department of jus­
tice had exceeded its authority In 

j sending out the questionnaire.

Rotiring President Will Act as Escort 

to Harding On Trip From Whit* 

House to Capitol and Return^—Wilt 

Lead Parade Up Pennsylvania 

Avenue—Wilson's Health Better 

Than at Any Time Since Illness.

Washington, Dec. 22. — President 

Wilson plans to accompany Presi­
dent-Elect Harding from the White 
House to the capitol on March 4 and 
back to the White House for luncheon, 
as is the usual custom when a new-
chief executive is Inaugurated. 

Joseph P. Tumulty, secretary to the 
president, aald today that Mr. Wilson 
had outlined to him yesterday his 
plans with regard to Inauguration 
day. As is the custom, Mr. Harding 
will call at the White House just be­
fore noon and will be received by the 
retiring executive. They then, under 
present plans, will ride down Penn­
sylvania avenue to the capitol, where 
the president-elect will take the oath 
of office and deliver his inaugural ad­
dress. The new and retiring presi­
dent will lead the usual parade up the 
avenue to the White House, where 
Mr. Wilson will entertain Mr. Hard­
ing at luncheon. Immediately after­
ward President Wilson will retire to 
his new home on S street to take up 
his life «« «. private oltlzen after 
eight years ha the White House." 

Weather Not to Interfere. 
The continued steady Improvement-

In the president's health, according to 
Secretary Tumulty, will make the 
contemplated trip with President-
Elect Harding to the capitol possible, 
even In the event of the most Intem­
perate weather. 

Mr. Tumulty said today that when 
he visited the president yesterday he 
found him in better spirits tlian at 
any time since he was taken ill more 
than a year ago. The president and 
his secretary discussed a variety of 
topics, but Mr. Tumulty said the ex­
ecutive did not bring up the subject 
of the treaty of Versailles and did 
not indicate in any way what dis­
position he was prepared to make 
of it. 

The president, said Mr. Tumulty, 
said In the course of their talk that 
he was not greatly Interested in the 
writing of memoirs for an autobiog­
raphy, as it was a form of literature 
which had never greatly appealed to 
him. It has been generally under­
stood that when Mr. Wilson retires 
from office he will take up the prepa­
ration of a history of the world war. 

AMERICANS IN TRAGEDY. 

George A. Kelly, of Omaha, Kills 
Sophia Taylor and Self in London.

London, Dec. 22.—The coroner's 

jury which held an inquest today into 
the death of Miss Sophia Irlca Tay­
lor, a 29-year-old dancer, and George 
Augustus Kelly, aged So, of Omaha, 
Neb., returned a verdict of willful 
murder and suicide against Kelly. 
Kelly was found dead and Miss Tay­
lor mortally wounded In a residental 
flat In St. James street, Picadilly. 
Miss Taylor died shortly afterward. 

According to Miss Taylor's maid 
Kelly had been keeping company 
with the dancer, but the latter had 
recently received attentions of an 
army captain. 

Kelly, the maid asserted, followed 
Miss Taylor Into the flat from the 
street Friday evening and shortly 
after sounds of a struggle were 
heard. The maid intervened but she 
said a shot was fired over .her 
shoulder and Miss Taylor fell to the 
floor. A cecond shot followed and 
Kelly fell dead. 

AFTER CROOKED PLAYERS. 

Lawyer Noted For His Convictions 
To Prosecute White Sox (Grafters.

Chicago, Dec. 22.—James C. 

O'Brien, former assistant state at­
torney, will be engaged to assist in 
the prosecution of White Sox players 
and gamblers who are charged with 
conspiring to throw the 1919 world 
series, according to an announcement 
today by President Johnson, of the 
American League. Johnson says-he 
expects early hearings. 

During the last year O'Brien as 
assistant state attorney secured con­
victions which sent several men to 
the gallows. During murder trials he 
always wore a red neoktie. 

"We must go to the bottom of this 
affair," Johnson said, "and no guilty 
person must be allowed to escapo. 
That is the only reason why th > 
American League is taking an in­
terest in thin ma'ter. Mr. O'TV-fen 
has a nctah'p record for convictions, 
and that is why we have decided to 
employ hii.i."'
