A% a boy he attended the schools In
the connty, hut when he was still very
young his mother dled, leaving him,
with three brothers and one sister, to
make thefr way In the world as best
they could with the heip of a good
father. #hortly after the deéath of
hig mother his father went to Rich-
mond, Va., secured work and sent for
his ¢hildven. Here young Rooker work-
e¢d with his father and then in other
places till i888, when his father died,

Ho then went north, golng first to
ftamford, Conn., where he remained
for about n year, and then to Brook-
lyn, where he wns converted In
the Bethany Baptist church, baptized
und became an gctive worker. It was
woon evident that: he wag called to
the ministry, and, feeling the need of
preparation, he consulted his pastor,
ltev. R, 1. Galnes, who ndvised him to
take a course of study.
