After considerable discussion pro 
and con, the plan as recommended was 
adopted, subject to a series of six res­
ervations offered by Mr. Xordhausen. 

Retain Own Identity. 
T.'nder theaa reservations, tlie in­

surance company must retain its own 
identity; must pay its own expenses, 
executive and incidental; must be 
managed by a committee of six men. 
three each to be appointed by the fed­
eration and the company, shall employ 
a secretary who shall give the work 
his entire time; must establish its 
headquarters in the same city with the 
federation headquarters, and be under 
the supervision of the president and 
secretary of the. Farm Bureau Feder­
ation. 

Also, in the, event of broken faith 
on the part of the company, or de­
parture from the rules and policies 
laid down by the federation, the af­
filiation shall be abruptly terminated.
