Plea for Better Mem­

orial and Higher 
Patriotism. 

AT UNION SERVICE 

Churches Observe Memorial 
. Sunday at Congrega­

tional Church. 

. Vory interesting and most appro­
priate Memorial services were held 
lit the Congregational church yester­
day morning., An audience was present 
which filled (lie building. The organ 
loft and pulpit platform were deco­
rated with beautiful (lowers and the 
national colors. The Congregational 
choir, with Mrs. O. J. Henderson at 
the pipe organ, furnished splendid 
music, assisted by Sterling Alexander, 
flute soloist, who played nil ohllgato 
tr. one of tlic flue anthems anil also an 
artistic solo duripg the offering. 

In the alrsenee of the pastor of the 
church wherein the service was held, 
the Rev. A. W. Phillips, ol' the I'nited 
Hrethren church, presided. Flo also de­
livered the invocation. Dr. R. T. Oh Sim­
per Held, Methodist pastor, rend the 
scripture lesson. The Hev. Manson B. 
Miller, of the Christian clinrch, uuyle 
the opening prayer. 

The members of the G. A. R. and

Icenter of'tlie church auditorium. 

liev. J. M. Herbst, of the English 
Lutheran clinrch, delivered an nble ser­
mon. He imi(fe,a strong plea for a bet-

|tor understanding of Memorial day and 
!its stricter observance. lie also asked 
for a deeper sense of patriotism—the 

I patriotism that has imbued the leaders 
'of the nation .since the time of Wash­
ington. 

I The scripture lesson was from Exo­
dus, twelfth chapter, the institution of 
the passover. The text was the 25th 
verse—"And it shall come to pass, 
when ye become to the land which 
(lie Lord will Rive .von, according as 
He hath promised, that ye shall keep 
this service." 

The general theme of Hev. Herbst's 
sermon was "Tht*_ Meaning of This 
Memorial." He spoke, in part,. as fol­
lows : 

The idea tliat lies embedded in the 
Word "Memorial" is as old as civiliza­
tion. As far back into.the records of 
t lie past as the spade of the archae­
ologist has enabled us to go, memorials 
of many kinds are found. 

! One thing \ye learn that is of en­
ormous value to iw of today from these 
self same memoirs, indicative though 
tliey may be, of a monumental and 
selHsli pride, these indubitable rec­
ords of men ami events substantiate 
and verify, in a most satisfying way, 
many of the statements concerning 
undent conditions we tind in the Bible. 
| In the Bible Itself, we find records 
of memorial objects and institutions, 
but with a different motive and spirit, 

iThe Old Test#inent patriarchs in their 
journeying:* erected altars and memor­
ials. of one kind or another, never to 
commemorate their own achievements, 
but always to commemorate their ex-

'perience of the goodness of their God. 
| Our scripture, lesson is the account 
|of the greatest'of these memorial insti-
tions. . 

The text is the question that would 
arise during suc«-eeding years as to its 

inclining. There was a very definite 
purpose in view, and a very positive 
answer was to he given. "It is the 
sacrifice of the Lord's passover, and 
when thy son asketli thee in time to 
come, saying what is this, thou sluilt 
say unto him, by strength of hand, the 
Lord-brought us out from Egypt, from 
the house of bondage." The memorials 
o* tlie Bible were of God's goodness to 
men. 

Meaning of Memorial Day. 
It is fitting in these days to ask, 

what mean ye by these services we are 
now holding? 

First, it is proper to acknowledge 
that had there not been such an orga­
nization as the Grand Army of the 
Republican? there would have lieen no 
such an institution as Memorial du.v. 

lu a recent issue of "The National 
Republican," Mrs. John A. Logan lias 
an article upon this matter. The arti­
cle states, that "to properly appreciate 
the establishment of Memorial day, 
readers should know about the organi-

izution of the Grand Army of the Ite-
! public. The comrndship and patriotic 
principles which prompted the organi­
zation of this, the greatest organiza­

tion tjie world has ever seen, inspired 
jGen. John A. Logan to write general 
jorder No. 11 while he was coinmander-
iin-chief, in which lie set apart the .'50 tli 
I day of May, 180S, for the purpose of 
(strewing with tlowers, or otherwise 
decorating, the graves of comrades who 
had died in defense of their country 
drring the rebellion." 

The order goes on to say—"It is the 
purpose of the commaiier-in-ehief to 
inaugurate this observance, with (he 
hope that It will he kept up from year 
to year." 

This has been done. And in these 
days: this observance has an iutensitied 
meaning. 

Somehow, we lielieve the eternal 
sleep of our buddies will be more peace­
ful. if all the living should give all of 
Memorial day to tlieul. For Memorial 
day is their day, not ours. 

This expresses one pari of the 
'answer for us to the question, "What 
'mean ye by this service." 

It is to lend the sanctions of religion 
to the observance of .Memorial day. 

Commemorate Sacrifices. 
This Memorial da.v I'onmiciiioratcs 

the great sacrifices -that were neces­
sary to destroy the last great strong­
hold of legalized human slavery. The 

!sacrifices that seemed necessary to pay 
(the redemptive price of the slave. As 
the immortal Lincoln declared. "Fondly 
do we hope, frevently do we pray, that 

I this mighty scourge of war may sjieedi-
'ly pass away. Yet, if God wills that 
lit continue until all the wealth piled 
up by the bondsman's unrequited toil 
shall*he sunk, and every drop of blood 
drawn by the lash shall he paid with 
another drawn by -the sword: as was 

'said three thousand years ago, so still 
it must be said, 'The judgments of the 
Lord are true and righteous uiiu-
get her.'" 

As sacred a task as this may be, 
this emphasizing of Memorial day, ns 
highly important as this lesson, this 
meaning of this service, there is yet a 
move important lesson, a greater mean­
ing. 

it is the recognition of the benefi­
cent providence of Go<l in our national 
history, our national life. 

Ciod Fearing leaders. 
Let us remember that all our greatest 

leaders in every national 'crisis have 
been men who gave God n large place 
li* their thought, as ruling in natural 
destiny, and to. Whom belonged the 
issues of each crisis. 

Grant suid, "The Hible is the sheet 
anchor of our liberties." You all know 
well the statement of Lincoln—"I am 
not concerned as to whether God is on 
my side, hut I am deeply concerned 
as to whether I am on God's side in 
this matter." 

From the day Lincoln hade farewell 
to the people of Springfield as tie was 

'about to leave for Washington, with 
jtlie words, "I hope you, my friends, will 

pi ay for me thai I may receive that 
Divine assistance wilhout which I can­
not succeed, but with which success 
is certain." to the d.ty of his death his 
faith in Almighty God was the source 
of liis ability to bear the superhuman 
bprdens he had to carry. 

This recognition of Almighty God as 
the Arbiter of our national destiny 
must not be purely a matter of senti­
ment. It must be a solid, permanent 
conviction that will impel us to aggres­
sive lighting for the right. It must in­
spire us with n profound respect for 
constitutional law. It must inspire us 
with mighty indignation, a righteous 
indignation that will compel punish­
ment of those, in low or high position, 
v.lio openly tlout the laws of our land. 

Two Boys. 
Some years ago there grew up ill 

Cleveland. Ohio, two boys. They were 
inseparable. They played together, at­
tended the same schools, kept together 
ti>rough their school life, finally gradu­
ating together from the same high 
school. Xow. there came a change in 
their life. The one under the influence 
of a Christian home began attending 
the Sunday school of s» nearby church, 
in which he learned lessons about God 
and Christ, honor, purity, truth and 
righteousness. The other, because of 
vicious influences, also began to attend 
what was also called a Sunday school, 
called such only because it was held 
on the Lord's day. In this school this 
latl learned lesions in anarchy, in­
fidelity and radical socialism. lie stu­
died a catechism in which the question 
wsis asked. "What is your duty to 
God?" 

The answer was. "I have no duty to 
Goil. There is no God." 

The first boy mentioned, filially en­
tered Oberlin college, identified himself 
with a Congregational! church, entered 
the Gospel ministry, became pastor of 
a l'.ohcmian church, and today there is 
ro greater power for good in the great 
city of Cleveland among the foreign 
speaking people, than Rev. John 

I'luclia. The other hoy was none oilier 
than the notorious l.eon Czolgosz, who 
shot President McKinley to death. 

And of the schools that produced 
Czolgosz there are many in the United 

| States today, attended by thousands 
of children. These children have ten 
commandments which tliey recite, but 
there is nothing about God in them. 
They study lessons with such titles 
as "Bloody Sunday," "Capitalist Mur­
ders." "French Revolution," and "Red 
Flag." 

j Need of Faith. 
I In these schools God is blasphemed, 
• the Bible denied, and the Gospel par-
Jodied. And it is resported that there 
•arc such schools in our own fair state, 
j'lhis indicates to us the greatness of 
.our task, the great need that we lie 
'diindful of whence and how we, us a 
nation, have come to be. and to the 
acceptance, with profound and heart­
felt faitli and conviction, not what the 
preachers declared when our constitu­
tion was adopted, or when our national 
unity was iu jeopardy, but what Ben­
jamin Franklin and Abraham Lincoln 
declared. When Franklin introduced 
his resolution that the constitutional 
convention be opened with prayer, he 
said, "I hnve lived, sir, a long time, 
and the longer 1 live, the more con-
jviueing proofs I see of the truth that 
God governs iu the affairs of men, and 

j if a sparrow cannot fall to the ground 
without His notice, is it probable that 
an empire can rise without His aid?" 

And Lincoln declared, "But the God 
of our fathers who raised up this coun-

'tr.v to lie a refuge and an asylum of 
the oppressed and downtrodden of all 
nations, will not let it perish now. I 
may not live to see it, but God will 
bring us through safe." 

! I'alsied lie the vandal hands that 
would attempt to remove flie Bible, the 
Sabbath, the church and the Christian 
home, and substitute for them as tlie 
foundation for our republic, infidelity 
and anarchy. 

I I'mler pressure from without, and by 

mason of the insidiouMv de.-trucl iw in­
fluences within our nation, if we be 

.kept true to the principles that have 
made us a great nation, we must have 
men and women citizens of the repub­
lic with convictions and courage to 

'dare and do in civil life as the sol­
diers of the Republic have done in 

itime of war.
