the gallow for the deed. I die happy, bo
lleving that the viltat ainner can be forgiv

en If he truly repents. I believe (loil ha
given ine full pardon. I believe my aunt
wa achriallan and that I will meet her in
Heaven. I have been accnacd of killing
Sid Vaughn, but I am not guilty of that
crime. I am alao accused of trying to rob

Uandall Ileitis, but I am not guilty of that
either. I alway tried to live honestly and
the murder of aunt Hetay ia the only crime
I ever committed. I aay thla in view of
Immediate death and it iaall true.

W. M. Austin.
Thi raa aigned in hi own hand, and

when aaked why he had not made the con
feaaion before, he replied : "1 win hoping
for a reprieve from the Governor, but I
have made eace with my Savior and do
not wish one now." He had stubbornly up
to 11 o'clock drnied hia guilt, and at 9 a
aured hi counsel, Mr. II.
