tance have been invited, but none have yet
accepted.

Deputy Sheriff Shepperd I stirring
up the whisky sellers on indictments, tie
arrested two men at Burnalde a few days
since, llobt. Denbam, Sr. was arrested on
Thursday, but he was the wrong man. It

Some of our
merchants complain that It requires more
time to entertain drummers than it does to
wait upon cuttomers.

The price of hogs continue to advance
in tlii section. (1. Graham bought ofR
Newell Wednesday 10 hogn at OJc, avenge
weight 210 pounds. Sheep are telling at
44c; and cattle at 50c. All kind of
stock yet very scarce. In some part of
the county hog are dying of disease.

Misses Nannie and Delia Holding,who
have been teaching music here for several
years, will leavo In a few days for New

Mexico to take charge of a mission school.
Mrs. W. M. Pettu has gone to Maryland
to visit her sick sister, Miss Carrie Milton.
Joe C. Parker and family have removed to
Parker's Lake, on the Southern Hallway.

Many of our people have not recover
ed from the tan-bar- stave, lumber and
saw-mi- ll crair, notwithstanding the many
disasterous failures. There have been
many saw and stave mills put Into opera-
tion in this county since the railroad com-

menced operation, and nearly every man
and company have lost money heavily; and
yet more mill are going up. Many land
owners are alto very foolishly disposing of
their lands and timber far below true value.
Some have told Umbered land for less
uisney than thu Ian-bar- k is worth.

A new road has been optned to the de-

pot from the Columbia road for the conve-

nience of the people of the West-en- d of the
county. There ha been some opposition
to the opening of the road, by Interested
parties, and a long contest in the courts
wa the result The County Court refuned
to pay the expense but were forced to by
the Circuit Court.

There I much rejoicing here, more
especially among the republicans, over the
nomination of Col. Morrow for Governor
on the republican ticket. Even his demo

cratic friends seem pleased at the empty
compliment. The Colonel, however, can
adord the sacrifice, If he should be as well
paid a Waller Evans, Col, Morrow is a
clever man, and would no doubt make aa
good a Governor a any republican in the
State.
