TO JtAKK aooD, runt: CIDEtt.
Good, sound, ripe apples should al-

ways bo selected, and, after sweating,
beforo being crushed, wipo thy. As

fast as the apples are ground the poinaeo
should bo placed in a vat prepared pre-

viously, of a suitable sizo, with a false
bottom. It is best to let tho iomace re-

main in tho vat over night beforo press-

ing, as it will givo tho cider a rich, lino
color. To press out all tho juice, we
would recommend that the press bo laid
up with strainer cloth, aud tho poniaco
laid inside this with good, sweet ryo
straw. Apply tho power equally and
moderately, giving plcuty of time to

drain, and immediately put iu a cask,
but bo bure the cask m clean and aweet.

Leave out tho bung for a few days, keep-

ing a small keg near by so as to keep

tho cask full, and also that as much
poinaeo as possiblo will work out. As
soou as worked to taste, bung up tightly
and let it btand till thoroughly settled ;

then put a spigot in somo three inches
from the bottom of tho cask, and run off

into a clean, bweet barrel ; add ten
pounds of loaf sugar per barrol, and you
will havo an excellent cider. In previ-

ous years wo have noticed in many sec-

tions of tho country a largo crop of ear-

ly apples, for which there is little or no
market, and a great many aro allowed
to rot on tho ground, which is a loss no
former can afford or should allow. Tho
best of theso will mako good cider,
which in many localities will find a roady
solo in tho early part of tho season, eith-

er in citios or country villages. Tho in-

ferior apples, and tho bettor class oi
windfalls, should bo savod to make vino--

AatKUtCAX COLLEOCS.
There are scattered over tho United

States about 300 institutions called col-

leges or universities, exclusive of insti-

tutions which receivo ouly womon. Of
theso colleges or universities alout five-nint-

or nearly 200, have been organ-

ized ainco 1850 ; only twenty of thorn
were in existonce before this century,
and only twonty-eigh- t wore iu existence
in 1820, of which last number twouty-si- x

wore distributed over twolvo of tho
thirteen original States. More than one-thir- d

of theso SCO institutions charge no
tuition feo or only a Luminal one (not
over 830 a year) ; and in this largo class
are included such institutions as tho
State Universities of California, Iowa,
Kansas, Michigan, Miunosota, Missouri,
Nebraska and Wisconsin, tho University
and tho Collego of tho City of New York,
Lehigh University and Oberliu College.

There are, moreover, forty-thre- e agri-

cultural and mechanical colloges (so-calle-

endowed by the Government,
tho great majority of which charge no
tuition fee. All but five of these Iiwt-nam- ed

institutions have been organized
ainco tho civil war, and thoso five have
been reorganized nud amplified. While
tho population of the United States has
probably increased about five-fol- d in the
sixty yean, botwoen 1820 and 1880, tho
number of colleges and universities has
boen multiplied by fourteen. All the
old colleges in tho original States charged
and still charge a tuition fee ; but tho
principal increaso in the uumber nf col-

leges has been at the Wist, and it is

thero that the practice of charging no
tuition fee most obtains. The dtiliculty
of justly estimating the relative stand-

ing or merit of thoso institutions is very
great, particularly for an oducated man
who tries to choose a collego for his sons.
Tho names collego and university afford
no indication of tho real grade of tho
institutions to which they are applied,
and tho common criterion of price tho
rule that the dearest is probably tho
beat also fails ; for somo of the insti-

tutions which chargo very low fees, or
nono, aro Iwtter than sotnn which chargo
higher fees.
