We left Greenwood
yesterday on the 2: 13 r Jt train, bidden
"God speed" by a, number of kind friends,
who did us the honor of meeting us at the
somewhat distant depot, and nccompanied

for 15 miles by a few young folks, whowish
ed to lure the word with our young

folk. I don't thins mamma, Cousin Judie
or I could have drawn them that far en
route.

The run to Jackson was through an un
interesting swamp till darkness hid the un-

inviting landscape. We passed some rery
largo colton plantations noUbly, one be

looting lo General Miles, of civil war re
nown, who owns several thousand acres of

very fertile soil, through which the railway

run, greatly lo in increase in value. He

has on his estate a very fine forest of cy-

press trees, untouched by the axe, which he
preserves with great pride and icare. The
track skirts it, quite a way, and it is very
interesting aa a specimen of what this
whole swamp country was once full of; but
which Is becoming quite a rarity, as the
traditional "woodman" becomes more inex-

orable in turning away from tho pleading
cry of "spare that tree."

It win nearly dark when we passed thro1
Ysioo City, a thriving town of 3,000, which

sociated in my mind with the loss of the
dearest friend of my boyhood, who war
stabbed to death on Main street, nearly in
front of the Capitol. He was ptovost urn-sh- al

during tbe 1'eJeral occupation of
Jackson, and called upon to do some

dutr that cost him his life, poor
fellow. He died in a moment, stricken by
a digger through the heart. I dare to sty
that no braver soldier, nor more chivalrous
gentleman laid down his life during that
unhappy struggle than Ciptain Joseph G.
Crane, of Dayton, OjIo. I stood this morn-
ing at the very place where he fell and ran
over, in Imagination, tbe dreadful scene,
enacted on the fatal st,ot, till my blood ran
cold. The first person I questioned, in try
ing to find out where the tragedy occurred,
happened to be an old resident, who saw
tbe poor, slain body a few minutes after tbe
deadly rencontre and who described in de-

tail all the circumstances, I shall never
forget that bit of pavement where hit man
ly form was once stretched in death, nor the
door sill of the store where his head lay
pillowed, as his handsome features stiffened
in death. It wat too sickeaing to, linger
long at the dreadful spot, though I could
not bear lo Ieare Jackson without miking
a pilgrimage of tors to the place where he
mat death.

To tbe Editor or the Interior Journal

IMnnounviLLE, Feb. 1. I have been at-

tendance for several days at the trial of six
prisoners chsrged with the murder and ar-

son of the 1'oe family on the 221 of tait Oc-

tober. The case is one of great importance.
Mrs. Pamelia Worram, Alabama Mills,
Drlce Mills, Falix Mills, Kliaa Jackson and
W. Kial Smith are the names of the accused
parties. All these people lived near lo and
neighbored with Mrs. Poe and family. The
personsburned were Mrs. Kittle 8. Pe,
Mollie Poe, Axie Poe, Laura Poe, Patrlie
Poe, William Archer Poe, Mary Cams
and Mallnda Burns All were burned, but
a few of the bones of each, which were
gathered up and placed in n box and bur-

ied The place where all this occurred is
in Knox county, about 12 or 15 miles from

town. Tho parlies implicated are well-t- o

do for that portion of the county. It S ad

mittfd on both sides in this cite that wit-

nesses can be procured in that vicinity who

will swear lo almost anything. Like all
other nighborhoods, there aro of course

some good citizana. Almost every person

with wnom I have talked believe them
guilty of the ofTenre charged.

The first testimony was laktn in the case

on last Tuesday. About 50 or CO witnesses

were examined by the Commonwealth,
while the six defendants and fiye or six
witnesses have been examined on the other
side. A large number of other witnesses

have been summoned on tbe part of the de-

fense. The Commonwealth will then offer
a few witnesses) in rebuttal. Mr. W. A.
Poe, an old man, who seems almost pros-

trated with his great grief, was the first

witness placed upon the stand. His testi- -
mouy in substance is as follows: "I live in

Bell county, Kentucky; was living on the
waters of Stinking Creek, in Kuox county,
in last October; my familyi consisted of a

wife and fire children, and a girl whom I
was raising and a hired girl; I was away

from home working at tbe log business,

when my family was burned; a man named
Collllt came to Stony Fork of Straight
Creek, where I was at work, on Saturday,
and told me that my house was burned tbe
night before. I started immediately and
arrived a little before dark at the burned

bouse; there were several people there and
they hd the remain! of the bodies laying

on a work bench In the yard; I noticed Mrs

Worram was there and seemed to be doing

all she could and was very much affected;

was eo much excited that I don't know who

all were there; the house, was a 1J story
log house, two rooms and a ball between
them; a stone chimney at eioh end of the
house; two windows in room where family
stayed, one 12 10x12 and the other a 0

light 10x12 window; ona wlodow was In

side of room and the small one on one side
of chimney at end of the room; had soma
gold and silver money in the house, about
J 10; found none but one 25, one 10 and one
5 cent piece in silver; wife had breast pin
and ear-rln- found none of them; had
ring on her finger and others in trunk;
none of them wero found; had three tink
trunks, one cotton mattress, with steel
spring in each corner; none of them were

found; also had feather bad and sewing
machine and could find nothing left of any
of these thing; part of another body was

found afterwards lying partly in the fire

place; It was not burned so badly as the
other; I rented tbe house from Tom Gam.
bull, a brother of Mrs. Worram; he came
over the day I moved to put me in posses-

sion of the place and he and Ills sister had
a few word, with eachother; this fues was

finally nettled and she helped him put some

of her things out nnd said to mp, This is

your day, but mine will come after awhile.'
After that sbe seemed to be friendly; she
and my wife visited eichother nnd were

'rlendly. I think Felix Mills and Alabama
Mills wero with Mrs. Worr.im at the burnt

house when I got home."

Mrs. Worram's and that Mrs. W. left home
ubout 3 o'clock Friday evening, saying she
