It in claimed that over
100,000 people luvndcd the promised

land. Tho weather wiw beautiful and

tho element propitious to pathor out a

largo crowd. In twinl of interest, scenes

of excitement, the desperate fetrnnglu to

secure homes in city and country, tho

desperate cliancaa takrii to life and

liuibH ami tho great crowd which took

pnrtiuthorace.it will go in history m
unexampled.

Tho crowd begun to gather on tho

lines days before tho opening preparing

horses ami wagotiH and turnouts of all

eorta. Ah tho hour of noon, Tuesday,
grew near tho oxcitement intensified,

until it became almost uncontrolahle,
iind like greyhounds waiting to bo d,

the racers with every norvo
strnined to it utmost tension, awaited
tho word of command. When tho time
expired tho captain ordered tho soldiers
to give back and then llred liii revolver
for tho command to go. As tho bullet
left tho imuzlo of tho pistol, to did tho
borbcmen and tlioso lu wagons break to

a mad rush. It was indeed a mad, mad

rush, one not to bo witnessed more than
once in a life time and one which set
every nervo to throbbing and ovory dtoji

of blood to tingling. It was ovory man
for himself and tho devil take tho hind-ormos- t.

They stopped for nothing; the
buggies and wagons that were upset
with womou and children under tliuin
did not attract any attention and htayed

not tho rush for a second, but they kept

putting their spurn and whips to tho
horses and would run over any ono that
tot in their way. Indinna gathered on

the lines and seemed to enjoy tho race,
nml as we passed by they greeted us
with an old-tim- e war whoop, but they
were soon left far behind.

When wo arrived, at tho town site,
which was to bo tho county Beat, we

were met there by a troop of cavalry-

men, which brought us to n halt, but
they had to shoot one horse from under
a mnu in order to check him from going
over the line, and stuck n bayonet in
another one. The crowd had to dis-

mount and camp there until tho next
day at 12 o'clock, when Uov. Steele de-

clared tho town site ready for settle-

ment. There woro between ."i,000, and
0,000 people, both men and women, to

rush in for town lots, some on horses,
others in wagons and the majority afoot,

nil on tho lino with sticks in tboir hands
ready to btako her or his lot oil" as soon
us the word was said. Tho horsemen
and wagons woro nil mixed with those
who were going to rush m on foot, and
tho crowd was divided, part on the
north side and part on the south side of

tho town site. When tho order was

given to go both sides made for the cen-

tre, or court-hou- se square, which is near
the centre of the town, in order to get
valuable lots, and when they met each-oth- er

tho earth trembled, but no ono

seemed to earn who was hurt. All thoy
wanted was to get a choicu lot.

Soon every ono quieted down and you
could iiear moaning and groaning from

those who bad been run over by tho
horses. Tho soldiers began to gather
them up. Thoy found four crippled, two
badly bruised up and threo killed. One
of tho killed was r woman of about 15.

A troop of soldiers has boou stationed

at both county bents to keep peace.

There has been but littlo trouble since

tho opening.
Tho land on tho rivers nml creoks of

this now country is fine, whilo tho up-

land is covered with timber, but tho In
dians have taken ull tho best bottom
lauds and left tho high lands for tho palo

faces. There is better laud in Oklaho-

ma proper than thero is in tho now
country just opened. Hut it will not bo

long until tho white man will buy out
tho Indiana and this Indinn Territory
will be tho banner State of tho Uniou.

Crops of nil kinds are fiuo hero and
everything ia moving upwards. Men

from tho Kast aro buying tho first set-

tlers out and aro improving tho country

Oklahoma City is the best town in tho
Territory. It has 10,000 inhabitants and

is improving and building up very fast.

It will soon bnvo anotbor railroad and

then it will grow wonderfully rapidly, if it
keeps building up liko it has for tho
nnat vear. It will soon bo the nicest

city in tho West and will bo tho capital

of Oklahoma some day. Knowing that
Old Kentucky is a lino State and my old
bomo. too. 1 must say WKianumii is a
uner country.
