It I Clilelly Their Luck of Voice That
HnMillcnp Their Success.

It is not everybody who has yet grown
np to the idea that tho female- - orator is
nn essential part of the social fabric, nnd
yet wo have her suddenly with us nnd
taking the prizes away from tho sex that
lina hitherto enjoyed a practical monop-
oly of tho oratorical arts aud graces. It
is not worth whilo to question tho pro-

If
thpy want to talk out in meeting they
will talk, and it profits no man to say
thorn nay.
