I owned tho Duko of Percho, nnd in

tho 13 years I owned him ho never got
us few as SI mnres in foal in ono year,
while ho did get ns high as 150 colts
in a singlo year. Ho eervetl n largo
number of mares every year I had him
and died when past 20 years old from
strangulated hernia. Ho had served 1)1

mares that year, and tho last fivo served
within tho Inst week of his life nil got in
foal. I

I tried nil tho various ways of keeping .

nnd using this horse. I moved him dur-
ing tho season tho first threo or four '

years I had him, drovo him on tho road
ono or two winters, iiscu mm in tho lum-
ber woods hauling lumber and lcva n
couple of winters besido another Btnllion,
used him to break colts with, and onu
or two winters had n man ride him from
two to four miles u day.

Finally the last few years I gavo him
n big bos stnll nnd led him to water
twico a day, ami that was nil tho exer-
cise ho had, yet ho was never moro 6uro
in his lifo than thoso last years. Neither
wero his colts over moro strong or vig- - j

orous. and they wero always strong,
there being 02 foaled in ono year before
thero was ono lost. Therefore I havo
como to tho conclusion thnt many of tho '

whims and theories as practiced by stal-- '
lion owners aro worso than useless, nnd
that their stallions nro suro and remain
so in spito of them instead of on account
of them.

I firmly believo that tho best nnd
Fafest wny to handle any stallion of the
heavy breeds is to givo him n largo box
stall with a field of an aero or so at-

tached, with water in his swill end tho
lot fenced with wiro that tho nir may
circulate freely, and then let him run
except in very cold or rainy weather
when he should bo kept in, and n horse
that has not gimp enough to exercise
himself all ho needs without chasing I

with a whip should never bo bred to, but j

castrated at once. i

I believe also that tho closer wo follow
naturo tho hnrer wo aro to bo right, nnd j

therefore should breed mares when thoy
aro in heat, bo it seven days or seven-
teen after foaling. Ihero can Iwno pos-

itive time given or rule laid down for
nil to follow. I havo had mares thnt
would never get in foal till tho colts
wero two months or so old, and other.'
that when bred from theteventh to tenth
day would always get in foal, b'lt when
allowed to go by that tune could not bo
got in foal again until nfter tho colt wns
weaned.

Neither do I think it wife to examine
mares, except in nuustml cases iierliartf,
and I havo not tho t tluubt that moro
abortions have Ik en can.-c-d and loss of
service occasioned by examining them at
from tin co to eight weeks alter breeding
than havo ever been gained by such ex-

aminations, especially by tho ordinary
stallion keeiier. liave never lieen ublo
to ler.rn by observation or otherwise nny
way to tell whether a mnro was likely to
Lrecl or not except by having her served
by the hor-e- . Many times I havo thought

When hens aro first allowed to run
out after confinement for tho winter,
if they havo not had an abundance of
green food or good clover hay they will
sometimes eat so greedily of tho grass
that they find, and which is dead and
dry, that it will pack their crops nnd
they becomo "crop lionnd."

Inferior
honey -- Kicked in neat boxes will boll let-
ter than the superior grades packed in
large, clumsy packages. The consumers
are tending moro and moro toward the
nnall packed arrangement for honey,
nnd tho large old fashioned boxes are
now nearly obsolete. Tito honey must
bo gathered as soon ns tho season clones
and bo shijijied at onco to the market.
Tho early stock always commands the
best prices, for later tho glut will begin
and priees will drop immediately.

When the white honey season is over,
tako tho nectar from tho hivo and place
it in a room where tho temperature is
kept to about 03 degrees. It will riteii
in such a placo ns well as in the hive,
nnd there will bo less loss. Honey left
in the hivo to riien often gets stained
and darkened by tho bees, who begin to
prepare for winter when fall comes. The

Every hoof leaves its imprint
upon tho soft ground and a rut washes
in the placo or it packs so hard that the
grass is killed. If the animals aro allowed
to nip tho tender, watery grass before it is
well started, your pastures will bo when
you most need them as barren and dr
as tho desert of Sahara.

If you find your dry feed running short
this spring and summer, tako warning
and put up more next fall.

After you turn tlio cattlo iqioii tho
pasture do not let them wear paths in
the ground any more than you can help.
Cowpaths wasli into ruts and hollows.
If you find a path worn by tho cows'
feet to tho iKiint where tho earth begins
to wash or pack, put obstructions in it
so that tho animals mut walk around.
Brush or stones do not look pretty in a
field, but if you put them in a worn pas-
ture path tho placo will in n year bo cov-
ered with a beautiful growth of grass.
